Verses 22 and 23 list the 

counterparts, the fruit of the spirit.

Pastor Williams picked up where the 

speaker stopped on the subject. “As 

long as we stay divided, we can only 

accomplish tiny pockets of work. But 

together we can pool our resources. 

We need to learn to love one another 

here so we can love one another up 

there.” 

Pastor Williams took us all to I 

Chronicles 4:9-10. “And Jabez was 

more honorable than his brethren: and 

his mother called his name Jabez, 

saying, ‘because I bare him with 

sorrow.’ 

“And Jabez called on the God of 

Israel, saying, ‘Oh that thou wouldst 

bless me indeed, and enlarge my 

coast, and that thine hand would be 

with me, and that thou wouldst keep 

me from evil, that it may not grieve 

me!’ And God granted him that which 

he requested.” 

“It was not a selfish request because 

he believed that God had the ability to 

do what he asked. He asked 1) that 

God would bless him and 2) and 

enlarge his coast – his territory – his 

place of influence. He asked God to 3) 

keep His hand with him, a very 

powerful thing. He also asked that 

God would 4) keep him from evil – 

harm, pain. God granted his request. 

This is the only place in the Bible 

where Jabez is mentioned.

“Bruce Wilkinson wrote a book about 

the prayer of Jabez. Why have so 

many been blessed by reading this 

book? Because of Romans 10:17. It 

will get down inside of you. If you 

spend time with God in a certain thing 

until it becomes part of your thinking, 

you will become strong in it. The 

enemy doesn’t want you to be strong 

in these things. James tells us to be 

doers of the word and not hearers 

only.

In Mat 17:14 a man knelt down before 

Jesus and asked him to cast the devil 

out of his son that the disciples could 

not. Jesus cast out the demon and the 

disciples asked him why they could 

not. He answered that it was because 

of their unbelief. He then added that 

the kind of demon they were up 

against only comes out with fasting 

and prayer. 

“You’ve got to get over there on the 

God side of everything. He is not 

limited in his power. You just have to 

get over there with God. You don’t 

need education. You need revelation. 

Do you think God is broke? He is a 

God of increase. If you are lost, you 

are on the wrong side of God, but 

when you are saved, you are on the 

right side. This is spiritual increase. 

God is a God of increase because of 

what Jesus did. God has been in a 

harvest ever since. 

“In sowing, even for the unsaved, 

causes increase. Church folks are 

some of the most broke people there 

are. Why? Because they don’t know 

the principle of sowing and reaping. If 

God granted Jabez his request, what 

would he do for a blood-washed child 

of his? 

“Psalm 115:16 tells us that, ‘The 

heavens are the Lord’s, but the earth 

he has given to the children of men.’ 

The devil is a squatter. He will take 

everything we allow him to take. Take 

back everything he took.” 

Hope Fellowship has about fifty 

believers ready to take back whatever 

the devil takes. It is a teaching and 

training facility. 

Church leaders include Jason Bailey, 

teacher of Sunday School and deacon; 

Tishetta Peters, youth leader; Alisha 

Oliver, youth leader in the clothing 

ministry; and Sabrina Bailey, also in 

the clothing ministry. 

In November there will be a street 

outreach with food and clothes. There 

is a healing service at 1900 (7pm) 

every first Sunday. There is a clothes 

closet every 2nd Saturday from 0830 to 

1200, a men’s ministry at 1000, and a 

women’s ministry at1200. The church 

has leadership training every 3rd 

Saturday from 1300 to 1430 (230pm) 

for all those who want to serve in the 

church and people from other 

churches. 

The church was started four years ago 

in September. 

Pastor Williams is a licensed 

substance abuse counselor and has 

worked at Project Adam for 14 years. 

He was saved in 1987. He was 

suicidal and living in darkness. He 

cried out to the Lord. He told God, “If 

you will help me to understand your 

word, I will help others. We all need 
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to find out our purpose and pursue it 

with all our heart.” Pastor Johnny 

Williams began preaching shortly 

after he was saved and has been 

married for almost 30 years 

The physical address of Hope 

Fellowship is 49 Piedmont Drive 

Suites 2 & 3, Winder, Ga.

Pastor Maggie Eloise Damons 

(Mother Damons), after a long, hard 

lifetime of dedicated work for the 

Lord, finally got to go home. She was 

escorted home by a team of angels of 

the Living God on Friday 9 September 

2011. 

Mother Damons’ funeral was at 1100 

Saturday 17 September 2011. It was 

the most incredible funeral this 

reporter may have ever seen. It was 

held at Mother Damons’ church, 

Pentecostal Deliverance Church of 

Faith in Winder. It was not a tear-

filled goodbye, but a very joyful 

occasion. There appeared to be about 

500 people seated and another 150 

standing all around the church. 

Another 40 to 60 people, who came a 

little late, did not even have room to 

stand inside. A few left and the rest 

stood outside the front door. The front 

doors of the church were, therefore 

left open. This reporter was there by 

1000 but still gave up his seat to stand 

in the back so that a lady could sit. 

The fact that there was not even 

enough room to stand is evidence of 

just how many lives Mother Damons 

touched in her service to the Lord. 

People, including many pastors, from  

all over the U. S. came to celebrate the 

life of Pastor Eloise Damons.  

The Reverend Dr. Roosevelt Allen,  

Pastor of Holy Bethel Church of God 

in Christ, officiated the celebration, 

which included the processional with 

Bishop Gregory A. Bryant, the pastor 

of Fountain of Praise Deliverance 

Center. The opening prayer was 

carried out by the Reverend 

Christopher Wimberly Sr, of Hunter 

Hill First Baptist Church, and the 

anointed praise by Pastor Thelma 

Lemons and members of Saints 

Tabernacle United Pentecostal 

Church. Pastor Camilla Pope read 

scripture from the Old Testament, and 

Pastor Wayne Moore read scripture 

from the New Testament. The 

evangelist Rozetta Allen, co-pastor of 

Holy Bethel, read the 

acknowledgements and obituary. This 

was followed by testimonials people 

gave of what Mother Damons brought 

about in their lives. This part was 

intended to last 10 to 15 minutes but 

extended to about 40 minutes. A Word 

of Exaltation was delivered by Kerry 

Pope, pastor of Bethesda Church of 

Deliverance, followed by “Our 

Beloved Pastor,” a reading by the 

Reverend Robert Harris. Mother 

Damons’ son, Pastor Michael Pope 

delivered the Eulogy. 

In addition to those mentioned above, 

pastors and others from many different 

churches attended the funeral. Pastor 

Kenneth and First Lady Laqueeta  

Cooper of Kingdom Community; 

Pastor Doris Lewis (Mother Lewis) 

and Ruby Jones the evangelist, as well 

as several others from Move of God 

Church; Pastor Usia and First Lady

Outreach; Pastor Walter Cleveland 

and First Lady Ashanda Cleveland of 

Next Level; Pastor Philip Adair of 

Sanctuary of the Holy Spirit; Pastor

Pastor Lemechel (Meco) Allen and 

Dorthea (Lovie) Allen (Mother 

Damons’ neice) of Believer’s

Pastor Eloise Damons was born on 8 

June 1938 and grew up in Winder but 

relocated to Cleveland, Ohio in the 

early 1960s. She was filled with the 

Holy Ghost and baptized in the name 

of Jesus Christ under the leadership of 

Bishop A. D. Porter. After many 

years, she returned to Winder and 

founded Pentecostal Deliverance 

Church of Faith and served as its 

pastor, giving birth to countless other 

ministries and servants of the Most 

High God until the Lord called her 

home. 

Over the years, Mother Damons and 

the church have been a tremendous 

blessing to so many. Uncountable 

souls were saved, healed, delivered 

and set free, all to the honor and glory 

of the Lord Jesus Christ. The many 

ministries and anointed people that 

have come from Pentecostal 

Deliverance are making a difference in 

the lives of countless others. 

The body of Mother Damons was 

interred at Barrow Memorial Gardens 

with Bishop G. A. Bryant, the man 

Pastor Eloise Damons deemed her 

spiritual leader for over 30 years, 

officiating. 

The Repast was held at the Park 

Avenue Event Center immediately 

after the funeral.

She had an 

issue of blood, so it was unlawful for her to 

even approach him. But she sneaked through the 

crowd and touched the bottom of his garment. 

When she did, he said, ‘Who touched me?” 

She fell before him and confessed. 

“Jairus was an important man. Everyone was 

always watching him. Are you willing to fall 

down at his feet in front of everybody and ask 

for his help? Jairus was because his love for his 

little girl motivated him more than his pride. 

Love will bust pride. 

“Sometimes we make demands of him instead 

of requests. Jairus first worshipped him and 

then made his request. Neither did Jairus 

become jealous of the blessing received by the 

woman with the issue of blood. We reap what 

we sow.
