Purpose: Why Intercede?

Part One

| gazed at the awesome splendor of the sunset
on the horizon and allowed it to fill my heart. |
wept as | watched it splash its red-orange hues
across the mountaintops. What can compare
with a sunset in the mountains? As another tear
rolled down beside my nose, | realized | was
gazing at a picture of two things very important
to God and to us: destiny and Intercessory
Prayer.

One of the Greek words in the New Testament
for destiny is horizo. It is easy to see in this the
English word horizon, which is the point where
the earth and the sky meet. Horizo also means a
boundary, because the concept of a horizon
involves the farthest limits of sight. It is not
difficult to see the concept of destiny in this
word. Our destiny is the boundary or horizon
God gave us. God has determined the
boundaries or horizons in our lives. He has
“predestined” the plans and purposes he has for
each of us, before we were even born.
Ps139:15-16 tells us this: “My frame was not
hidden from you, when | was made in secret,
and skillfully wrought in the lowest parts of the
earth. Your eyes saw my substance, being yet
unformed. And in your book they were all
written, the days fashioned for me, when as yet
there were none of them.”

Jeremiah 29:11 tells us, “For | know the
thoughts that I think toward you, says the Lord,
thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a
future and a hope.” The next time you are rapt
by the horizon, let me remind you that God has
a destiny for you.

I hope your mind is buzzing with questions
now, “But how are horizons and destiny
connected to intercession?” Watch this: like the
horizon, intercession involves a meeting of
heaven and earth, and there destinies are shaped.
The Lord spoke of heaven meeting earth when
he told us to pray, “Thy will be done on earth as
it is in heaven” (Mat 6:10). Yeshua was
revealing that the God-ordained purpose of
prayer is the connecting of heaven and earth,
allowing Him to marry the two, making His
plans, purposes, and destinies a reality in the
hearts of people.

Jesus said prayer would cause heaven and earth
to meet and, consistent with this, the Hebrew
word for intercession, paga, actually means “a
meeting” or “to meet with.” The word isn’t
always used in the context of prayer — any
meeting can be a paga — but where prayer is
concerned, heaven and earth meet when we
paga (intercede). Destinies are released,
glorious horizons are revealed, and the Son
shines through.

This is the purpose of intercession: creating
meetings. We meet with God (prayer meetings
are appropriately named), and through this
meeting, he meets with others. One meeting
leads to another. Because God is so relational, it
should not surprise us that “to meet with” is one
of the fundamental meanings of the word Paga.
Although the word intercession has come to be
synonymous with prayer in our minds, and it is
a type of prayer, this Hebrew word for
intercession — paga- does not necessarily mean
prayer at all. It has many shades of meaning, all
of which can be accomplished through prayer.

Eventually, we will discuss several of these
meanings and apply them to intercessory prayer.
If we miss the God of meetings, we miss the
God of the Bible.

} He met with Adam and Eve in the cool of the
day to commune with them.

} He met with Abraham in order to covenant
with him and become his friend.

} He met with Moses on the mountain and in
the tabernacle to impart wisdom for leading a
nation.

} He met with David on the hills around
Bethlehem to make him a lion, bear, and giant
killer, and to put in him the qualities of a king.

} He met with Miryam (Mary) to make her the
mother of the messiah.

} He met with many sick and diseased to heal
their bodies.

} He met with the 12 to shape them into
apostles.

} He met with the 120 in the upper room to
make them “little Christs,” which is the meaning
of the word “Christians.”

Everything changes when people meet with
God. An immoral woman with five failed
marriages became an evangelist of sorts after an
encounter with Christ (John 4:1-38). She was so
excited about the meeting that she ran back to
her city and said, “Come, see a man who told
me all the things that | ever did. Could this be
the Christ?” (V2 ). Jesus was so excited that he
lost his appetite. “I’d rather meet than eat,” He
said (My interpretation).

A Jewish zealot named Saul, famous for his
persecution of the Church, met the Lord on a
road to Damascus. It was unpleasant for him,
but the results were pleasant. Saul found himself
in the dust at the feet of the Christ he was
persecuting, and was blinded for three days by
the brightness of his glory (Acts 9:1-9). Saul
decided as a result of the meeting, “If you can’t
beat him join him.” He was beaten by the
meetin’! He later became the apostle Paul. God
meetings are powerful!

One powerful meeting occurred in an Ethiopian
hospital where a Muslim Sheik, Mohamed
Amin, was confined to a bed. Diagnosed with
AIDS, his weight had dropped to 80 pounds.
Without hope, the doctors told him he was about
to die.

Then some Christians prayed for him.
Mohammed had a vision, and Jesus told him to
rise up, live, and serve him. Mohammed became
a Christian at that moment, and his body was
healed. At his checkup a month later, medical
personnel were shocked to find he was
completely free of AIDS.

Mohammed led thousands of Muslims to Christ
all over East Africa.

Mohammed’s ministry has faced many
difficulties. He has been beaten, jailed, and
threatened with death. Yet, trusting in God’s
protection, he declares that his outreach to
Ethiopian Muslims will continue. “I give glory
to God for everything,” he says.

In order to fully understand the purpose of
intercession — meetings, - it is helpful to see the
purpose in the context of man’s great need to be
reconciled to God after the fall. Job described
the condition of every human when he cried,
“For He is not a man as | am, that | may answer
Him, and that we should go to court together.
Nor is there any mediator between us, who may
lay his hand on us both” (Job 9:32-33). Again in
Job 23:3 he said, “Oh that | knew where | might
find Him, that | might come to his seat!” Job’s
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destiny was messed-up. He couldn’t fin the
destiny-writer. His horizon was clouded.

Sin separated the human race from God. God
immediately began the process of reconnecting
us to Him and to our divine destinies. He gave
Moses plans for a tabernacle and a sacrificial
system that would temporarily cover Israel’s
sins, allowing them to meet with Him. After
giving these instructions in Exodus, He told
Moses, “And there | will meet with the children
of Israel, and the tabernacle shall be sanctified
by my glory” (Ex 29:43). Again in Vs he states,
“1 will dwell among the children of Israel and
will be their God.” God’s heart has always been
to meet with his beloved creation, as we see in
these verses.

All of the Old Testament sacrificial system was
temporary, however, until the ultimate sacrifice
of Christ on the cross. He was to become the
final sacrifice that would do more than cover
our sins and allow sporadic meetings in
tabernacles and temples. God’s ultimate plane
was to fully reconnect us, making us his very
temple again: “But the one who joins himself to
the Lord is one in spirit with him” (I Cor 6:17).
Or do you not know that your body is the temple
of the Holy Spirit who is in you?” (I Cor 6:19).
This happen, of course through Christ, who
became our reconnector:

“Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new
creature; the old things passed away; behold
new things have come. Now all these things are
from God, who reconciled us to himself through
Christ... ... God was in Christ reconciling the
world to himself, not counting their trespasses
against them” (11 Cor 5:17-19).

Yet God’s amazing plan does not end there with
Christ the reconciler. As members of the family,
he has brought us into this wonderful plan of
reconciling the world to himself. He wants to
meet — reconnect — with other people through
us. These same verses in Il Corinthians tell us
we share in the ministry of Christ of reconciling:
[He] gave us the ministry of reconciliation...
...He has committed to us the word of
reconciliation"’ n C/Sr 5:18-19).

In passage #1 (Mat 7:22-23) we find that the
heavenly Father would say, “I never knew you,”
and he would say this to people who professed
Christ, people who actually called him Lord.
They had apparently done many good things.
The fact that he said, “I never knew you” would
seem to indicate that they had never belonged to
him, at least on the face of the matter. It would
seem to indicate, that these people had never
been born again in the first place. Many assume
that this is proof positive that a person who has
put their faith in Christ could not possibly ever
be eternally punished. On the other hand, in
passage #2 (Rev 3:1-6) we find that Christ is
giving church people a stern warning that the
works of many of the folks there are not the
same as they once were, and if they do not
repent, then He will blot their name out of the
book of life. Many declare that this is proof that
a person can lose their salvation. Question: do
these passages contradict each other? The
Baptist-type people generally hold to the first
passage, and the Nazarene Church people and
the Church of God people generally hold to the
2" passage. Interestingly enough, Baptist people
tend to not want to have anything to do with the
blot-his-name-out-of-the-book-of-life  phrase,
and Nazarene and Church of God people tend to
not want to be faced with the I-never-knew-you
phrase. Do you see the dilemma here? Does the
Holy Bible contradict itself? The answer is, of
course not! These two passages complement
each other. Neither passage can stand alone.
They are both parts of a larger truth.

Il Tim 3:16 declares: “All scripture is given by
inspiration of God, and is profitable for
doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for
instruction in righteousness.” There are no
Baptist verses. There are no Nazarene verses.
There are no Church of God verses. There are
no Catholic verses, etc. There is only the Word
of Almighty God. All these verses are given to
us by inspiration of the Holy Spirit, all of them
are profitable for doctrine and much more.
Because the Holy Bible clearly teaches us that
all scripture is profitable for doctrine. We
cannot neglect any related passages in forming
our doctrines, because doing so leaves us with
half-truths, and half-truths can be even more
vicious than outright lies. Having said this, let
us get back to the point | was making. We know
for a fact that some people will have their names
blotted out of the book of life, and we also know
for a fact that Almighty God will say to some
professing Christians, “Depart from me you
workers of iniquity, | never knew you.” We
know these are both true, because we just read
them. You might say, “Well, there is no way
they can both be true.” If that is the case, then
the Holy Bible cannot be trusted, and we know
that it can be trusted; therefore, it is a matter of
rightly dividing.

B. Rather than nail down the meaning just yet, |
want to present you another pair of scriptures on
the same subject. #1 “For by grace you are
saved through faith, and that not of yourselves:
it is the gift of God: not of works, lest any man
should boast.” Eph 2:8-9. #2 read Luke 6:43-45,
“For a good tree brings not forth corrupt fruit;
neither does a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit.
For every tree is known by his own fruit. For of
thorns men do not gather figs, nor of a bramble
bush gather they grapes. A good man out of the
good treasure of his heart brings forth that
which is good; and an evil man out of the evil
treasure of his heart brings forth that which is

evil: for of the abundance of the heart his mouth
speaks.”

#1 makes it perfectly clear that no amount of
good works can save a person, and #2 makes it
perfectly clear that a godly man will produce
good works, and an evil man will produce
ungodly works. Is there any contradiction here?
No! Both of these passages are inspired by the
Holy Spirit and are absolutely true.

C. Look at this pair. #1 Rom 8:29-30, “For
whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate
to be conformed to the image of his son, that he
might be the firstborn among many brethren.
Moreover, whom he did predestinate, them he
also called: and whom he called, them he also
justified, them he also glorified.” #2 Rev 22:17
“And the spirit and the bride say, come. And let
him that hears say, come. And let him that is
athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take
the water of life freely.” There are those who
suggest, that the #1 passage that speaks of
predestination, teaches that the Almighty
chooses and rejects persons for His kingdom
completely on his own. #2 passage implies that
it is humans who decide. Are these two passages
contradictory? Of course not! They are both
completely 100% true. Separate denominations
have arisen, because the people of Almighty
God did not carefully enough study the text and
come to a reasonable consensus concerning how
they complete each other. Both groups try to
find proselytes to add to their group, and then
indoctrinate them into their particular sectarian
belief, making them twice the child of division
that they themselves are. Denominational
conflict manifests stubbornness on a large scale
among various believers. My dear brothers and
sisters, this sort of stubbornness is carnal and
sensual. It is far from walking in the spirit. | beg
you to take your time here and comprehend the
danger we are exposing others to. We must find
a way to agree with fellow believers, while not
compromising the truth. This is a possible task
for those who are willing to do the work. It
takes much patience and determination. It
means speaking the truth in love. You can be
sure we will face much opposition. Too many of
us who profess Christ are walking in the flesh
on this particular issue.

Smith, “l won’t go to Eph 4 because we’ve been
doing this for about 3% years; | know apostles
are supposed to work together, pastors are
supposed to work with each other. But you can’t

work together unless you are sons of God.
Unity gives you power. There is enough unity in
this room tonight to go up and down the streets
and people saved. The greatest revival is when
you get revived.

“We are the sons of God. If you were privileged
to be a son of Donald Trump, you would have
clout. You could dress how you wanted, drive
what you wanted, act how you wanted because
of your daddy. My daddy says the world is his —
that he owns the cattle on a thousand hillsides.
Because you are his child, you have the right to
take back what the devil stole from the church.
That’s what Rick is doing - taking back the
unity.

“l John 4:7 — Beloved, let us love... ... love is
from my daddy. You see, love will let me eat
that sister’s red velvet cake, and she could eat
my wife’s red velvet cake. People cut the pies
and cakes differently, but we all still love cake.
God’s people, no matter where they are, are still
God’s people. ‘He who does not love does not
know God, for God is love.” Unity brings love,
and is something God ordained from the
foundation of the earth.

“If you are led by the Holy Spirit, you are not
under the Law of Moses; that is if you are led
and not leading. If you want god to work in your
life, and you have sin in your life, you must
repent.
“In Gal 5:19 Paul names 17 works of the flesh
and says that those who practice such things will
not inherit the kingdom of God. If these things
are in your life, you must repent of them.
Adultery — This includes faithlessness toward
God. The powers of darkness cannot mess with
you just because they want to. If job was alive
today, the pastor would send him to a
dermatologist and a psychiatrist. The devil will
give you a good job to get you out of what you
are doing for God. That is why you hit your
knees and ask and listen.

Fornication — This includes anything outside
the husband/wife relationship. It is also anything
that is against his will for you.

Uncleanness — This means morally unclean
motives.

Lasciviousness — This includes speech of
wantonness and the desire for a fleshly lifestyle.
God does not want us all rich because some
would stray.

Idolatry — Worship or pursuit of things other
than God (e.g. TV). God wants us not even to
read books, not even Christian books unless he
leads us to.

Witchcraft (sorcery) — The Greek word here is
Pharmakeia (Far-mak-eye-uh), the word for
drug or spell-giving potion is Pharmakeus, or
Pharmakon. These are also the words for
Pharmacist, sorcerer or poisoner. The other
Greek word for sorcerer is Pharmakos. There is
no doubt that Paul is talking about drug use.
Sometimes we don’t have the faith for healing,
so we take drugs. Jesus was talking about the
centurion in Mat 8:10 when he said, ‘I have not
found such great faith, not even in Israel.” The
word in Greek for faith here is pistis. ‘I have not
seen such great pistis in all Israel. That without
faith is sin. If you ask him, he will give it to
you. The kingdom of heaven we just talked
about is the kingdom here and now. Are you
going to believe God for your healing, or will
you take drugs? If you take them, it’s not that it
will send you to hell; you just don’t get the
healing. You don’t inherit the kingdom here.
Hatred, Variance (contentions), Emulations
(jealousies), Wrath (outburst of rage), Strife
(selfish ambitions), Seditions (dissensions,
disunity).

Heresies — There are preachers that stress the
law, even the law of Moses, that do so out of
fear. There are televangelists that tell you to
send them $1000 and God will bless you.

There are others in Galatians 5.

You want the gift of prophecy? It will be hard.
Any dead fish can float down stream, but it
takes an extremely strong one to swim

upstream.
“Sometimes the Lord allows sickness as a
chastisement - to get our attention.

Chastisement is not punishment for sin; it’s
more between father and child. You must repent
of fears even. We must always go to our knees
because if | judge myself, he won’t have to
judge me. Everyone has folly in their hearts. If
you think you have no sin, you are guilty of
pride. If you will endure the tempering (testing),
you will come out the other side and never be
the same.

“Revival broke out in the early 1900s because
people were hungry for God. If we get hungry
for God, people jump up out of wheelchairs.
Our protocol has gone to material things, but we
will lift them back to God so that we can preach
the Kingdom of God. Yes, we are under the
dispensation of grace. The next one is the
rapture, then the great tribulation. There has to
be a shift in the way we do things. Even in our
school system we see secular Humanism — if it
feels good, do it. In my life, I got sick of church,
and church folks, and televangelism. There is a
new generation of us. There are certain things
that you will experience in your life that will
authenticate our anointing. The world will say,
“You went through that, and you still worship
God? You lost all that, and you still worship
God?’ They will want what you have.

“In John 5, Jesus healed a man on the Sabbath.
He was at the pool by the sheep gate, the one
with 5 colonnades. There must be a paradigm
shift. There is nothing in your life god is not
aware of. Obey him and let him get the glory. 38
years is a long time to wait. If you are gonna
move with God, you can’t afford to be
contaminated by “sick” people (people not
growing in Christ).

“There will be four portals (doorways) that will
open up to the leaders before Rosh Hashanah
(sun down 24 September). Wait, watch, look for
my instruction; and when | tell you, jump | the
water.” Pastor Scott was quoting God.

“God said he would send an angel to ‘trouble’
(stir up) the water — the situation. You just have
to jump into the water. Do not allow spiritual
procrastination set in.”

“Do not question me about it,” says the Lord,
“Do you want to be made whole?”

“If I only run around with a bunch of whiners
and complainers, that is all I will ever have. You
need to be around positive people. That way you
only speak what is in your environment. In V;
Jesus saw the man lying there and knew he had
been that way a long time. He said, ‘Do you
want to be made whole?” When the Holy Spirit
speaks, it’s not a time to intellectualize. God is
about to do the supernatural. Don’t look at your
bank account or your body. Jump into the water



The man said, ‘I have no man...” The Lord did
not ask him that. He only asked if he wanted to
be made whole.

“The Holy Spirit may say, ‘Go speak to So-&-
so. Say only what | give you. Do not add to it.’
Do you want to be healed? Operate in the
prophetic. You will see your neighborhood
improved. Leaders often have the most difficult
time seeing these things. If God tells me I'm
blessed, | don’t need a prophet to tell me the
same thing.

“Do you want to be healed? Life and death are
in the tongue. Don’t ask him how he’s gonna do
it; just step through the portal — there are 4 of
them. When you don’t know how to shut certain
things down, demonic spirits will step in. There
are certain things God wants to work out of
some people. You cannot help everybody. The
favor of God is about to come down. The rain
is about to come down. Make sure everything is
in order. Four waves are about to hit us. For 4 of
you businessmen, your business will triple this
year.

“In Gen 2:5 — ‘Before any plant of the field was
in the earth and before any herb of the field had
grown... ... the Lord God had not caused it to
rain on the earth and there was no man to till the
ground.” Before he sent the rain, he had to get
the man in position. Pray, ‘Lord, if there is
anything in my life that should not be there, take
it out, that | may operate in your favor.’

“God says that, when the portal is open, you
will look ridiculous, know it is me because you
will look strange. He says, ‘Tell him I will give
him the land. My favor will be with you at each
one of the portals. See Neh 9:9-10, Ex 14:13,15,
and Lev 26:4.

“Remember opportunity: you pray for courage,
what you receive is an opportunity to be
courageous.”

Wanda Johnson on the baby grand
Herman Parks spoke on unity in the body of
Christ. “How are God the Father and Jesus one?
How are Adam and Eve one? According to the
Bible, God the Father and Jesus are one because
Jesus is the exact image of the invisible God.
The Godhead: God’s deity, personality, the state
of being God. It is his divine nature. Col 2:9
says, ‘For in him dwells all the fullness of the
Godhead bodily.” Rom 1:20 says, ‘For since the
creation of the world His invisible attributes are
clearly seen, being understood by the things that
are made, even his eternal power and Godhead,
so that they are without excuse.” The Father is
almighty; the Son is almighty, the Holy Ghost is
almighty, yet they are not three almighties, but
one. The deity of the three is one, equal and co-
eternal. John 1:1 says the Word was with God,
showing their separateness; and was God,
showing their sameness. Sameness/oneness: the
upper extreme is one god in three persons, the
lower is us, the saints. A person is not defined
by differences, but by what is in common. For
instance, the plaintiff in a civil case may well be
several individuals, but all defined as one
person. The significance is that our differences
don’t matter. The Declaration of Independence
says that all are equal in that our creator
endowed us with inalienable rights. The weight
is given to the things we have in common, they
far outweigh our differences. We have to move
past this rebellion against God before we can get
to faith.”

“In John 17:1-5” Began Pastor jimmy
Maisonneuve of Encounter Church, Jesus
prayed for himself; in 6-19 he prayed for his
disciples, but in 20-26 he prayed for us. In John
17:21 he says, ‘That they all may be one, as
You, Father, are in Me, and | in you; that they
also may be one in us, that the world may
believe that you sent me.” In Acts 1:14, we see,
‘These all continued with one accord in prayer
and supplication.’

“The reason for disunity is the preachers. It’s us.
We are the ones with a church spirit. Sometimes
it’s a pride thing, but if we look at the
scoreboard, the church in America is losing.
People are not getting saved. One person, one
church body cannot do it. If we don’t win the
war in us, the congregation feels it too. So what
if | have a thousand members? On the Titanic
the people were very prideful, ‘It will never
sink.” If we don’t win the war in us — that pride,
we will sink. Look at Saul and David. There
would’ve been no need for David if Saul had
not been controlled by his pride. Pride took over
and he tried to destroy David. If we want to be
united, we will have to be united in prayer. You
can’t love people the way God says without
praying. It takes the Holy Spirit to love different
kinds of people. Jesus had to teach the disciples
to love each other.

“There is disunity between the pastors, the
congregation, between husbands and wives,
between Democrats and Republicans. When
husbands and wives pray together, trust me, we
will pray differently. Jesus said, this is a house
of prayer, not a house of worship, of singing, of
sermons, but a house of prayer.

“Christianity is declining in America. Why?
Something is missing. We are losing. If the
church has food, they’re full, but if we call a
prayer meeting, almost nobody shows up.

“When a baby is in the womb, they via the
mother, the umbilical cord. Prayer is our
umbilical cord to God. He downloads his plans,
his will and the like. Prayer is the engine of the
church. When Moses came down with the Ten
Commandments, he saw what the people were
doing, threw a holy fit, and broke them. Why? It
was because he spent so much time with God
that he started seeing the world the way God
sees it. What breaks God’s heart was breaking
his heart. When you spend time with God, you
will link with him. When we start praying
together, we will stop seeing men as trees and
see them as men. The church in America has
lost this. Whatever America did, the rest of the
world was ready to follow. In the last 20 years
America has lost this. There isn’t even prayer
allowed in the schools anymore.

“Daniel prayed and an angel showed up. Peter
prayed and an angel showed up to tell him to go
minister to Cornelius. Cornelius prayed and his
prayers were like a monument before God. He
prayed without ceasing and god had to send an
answer.

“Don’t give up on the city. Only 22% of
Jackson County goes to church. Your singing
won’t get them saved, but prayer will.

“Drugs, and unwanted pregnancy are overtaking
Jackson County, and the churches are still
fussing with each other. They took prayer out of
the schools, and we are taking it out of the
church.

“Pray! Things don’t happen overnight. We have
a microwave mentality. Things take time. God
will not do it if we don’t pray. For God to work
on earth, he must have people to pray. That’s
why he had to send Jesus. He needs the church
to pray to be able to work. If no one prays, no
one gets saved. If no one prays, no one is
healed. The word is the bread and prayer is the
water.

“In the midst of all this mess, if the church gets
on its knees, he can work. He will do nothing
until this happens.”

“l always enjoy Dr. Herman,” commented Dr.
Kenneth O’Neal. “Eph 4:9-10, He ascended, but
he also descended. Vi3, a perfect man — Christ.
Today | heard the Holy Ghost say something
about denominations. These men who began
those denominations were men that heard from
God. He did not tell any of them to start another
denomination, but to bring unity. They started
the denominations on their own. God equips the
apostles with whatever is needed to get the job
done. The prophet is God’s mouthpiece. An
evangelist gets on fire to bring people to God. If
you put on a pair of gloves and paint, nobody
says, ‘man that glove sure paints well.”

The
pastor is married to the church; he shepherds
them. | had a dream that the sheep kept biting
my feet, and my wife said to feed them. The
teacher at some point must move to the next
class. When we come into unity, God wants us
to be universally unified. He will bless unity.

Pastor James Walker of Kingdom Community

“It’s good to bring God to church,” began Pastor
James Walker, “but what do | do with him the
rest of the time? To be able to understand the
meaning of ‘up,” we must understand ‘down.’
To really know ‘out,” we must know ‘in.” To
truly understand unity, we must understand
disunity. In 1611 King James of England mass
produced the Bible in English. He was too
powerful for the church to do anything about it.
Before that, however, many were killed for
having done exactly the same thing. For
instance, William Tyndale was burned at the
stake for it. After Guttenberg made the printing
press, many illegal copies of the Bible were
printed in the language the people could read
(language other than Latin). Many of those
burned at the stake died shouting, ‘None but
Christ.”

“Tom petty had a song out a few years ago
entitled, | Won’t Back Down. “You can stand me
up at the gates of hell,” Tom sang, ‘but | won’t
back down.” If we would have unity, we must
be right there. We must be able to say | won’t
back down. How many Buddhists will say ‘I
will die for Buddha’? The number of people
who have died for Buddha, Kung Fu Tse
(Confucius), or Allah are a mere pin prick
compared to the millions who have been
martyred over the centuries for Christ. You shall
know the truth and it will make you free.

Martin Luther knew that the rich were paying
for indulgences (kind of like paying for
permission to sin). He published his 95 theses
on 31 October 1517. The point is that is so
important to understand where we came from.
“We need to approach the young churches, the
new churches, not just the older established
ones.

“We see in Rom 12:5, ‘So, we being many, are
one body in Christ, and individually members of
one another.” The Roman Catholic Church had a
powerful union. Hitler had a powerful union,
and erected himself as a God, and began to do
horrible things. But it was unity. We must be in
unity with Christ for the unity to be for God.
God will bring the right union together. Not
every assembly is a good assembly. Not all
unity is good unity. We don’t need every
‘church’ to be in the alliance. We need to do it
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by the book, and God is speaking to you, ‘Some
tweaking needs to be done.” People don’t need
to know humans, they need to know Christ. In
school now, it’s not Dick & Jane; it’s Dick &
John. We have to stop playing church and be the
church. People come by our shop every day, not
for the computers, but to feel the presence of
God. We have to be about our Father’s business.
He will fill the pews.

Rev. Mays began in Ecc 4:9-10, “Two are better
than one... ... if they fall one will lift up his
companion. There is spiritual disability in the
body of Christ. Just because you sit inside a
church does not make you a Christian. Spiritual
disability: not able to be fully functional,
missing a body part, limb, not 100% complete.

Do not be the disability in the body.”
“You can say ‘god’ all you want,” Pastor
Donnie Webb proclaimed, “just don’t specify
which one. But if you mention the name of
Jesus, you are a hate group. Ezekiel 36:22-27 is
an unusual message, but that is what God has
given us for tonight. V,, - Thus says the Lord
God, ‘I do not do this for your sake, O house of
Israel, but for my holy name’s sake, which you
have profaned among the nations wherever you
went.””

They are just names, but Jesus is the
name. He gave me two simple commands: 1-
Love the Lord your God with all that is in you,
and 2 — love your neighbor as yourself. | gotta
love these people at this church right up here.
The churches need to get sanctified. The other
churches are not your enemies; they are your
allies. Forget the jealousy.
“We need to get ourselves sanctified. We’re not
going to get there by going up to an altar and the
preacher saying, ‘Repeat after me.” You need to
get drowning in tears and pour out to God.



“The Holy Ghost is not about church
attendance; he’s about servitude to God. Does
anybody need anything from God tonight?”
