Purpose: Why Intercede?

Part Two

Last time we talked about how God, through the
finished work of Yeshua, has a plan that
includes us to reconcile the world to himself.
We see this in Il Cor 5:18-19.
Our part in this ministry of reconciliation takes
place in various ways: through sharing the
gospel (good news) with people, by helping to
send and support others who spread the gospel,
and most importantly, for this discussion,
through intercessory prayer. \Webster’s New
World Dictionary defines intercession as, “the
act of interceding; mediation, pleading or prayer
in behalf of another or others; to act between
parties with a view to reconcile those who
differ.” In intercessory prayer we place
ourselves between another person and God,
becoming the reconciling link. When for any
reason we meet with God for another, becoming
the reconciling link between the two,
intercession has occurred. It might be for
salvation, deliverance, healing, financial
provision — any human need.
Although we often think of intercession as being
mostly for salvation of the lost, | have seen
meetings occur between God and people for just
about any purpose imaginable. | recall seeing
the healing of a young boy with a deformed leg.
After prayer, he took off his brace, looked in
astonishment at his now normal leg, and
proceeded to run for the first time in his life.
That was a meeting!
As wonderful as healing “meetings” are, even
greater is the healing of the spirit when a person
receives salvation. Back in the 1970s my
husband Richard and his brother worked at the
same construction company. As all believers in
Christ should, they prayed for their coworkers
and looked for ways to share Christ with them.
They realized that the Lord wanted to connect
with these men through them.
They particularly targeted certain individuals,
one of whom was a young man we’ll call Bill.
Bill seemed fairly open and had lots of
questions. Having not been raised in church and
having a rather rough past, he, like many
people, was into alcohol and drugs and was
quite proficient at profanity. He was, generally
speaking, quite adept at sinning.
I learned a long time ago that God loves sinners.
No, he doesn’t like sin. But unlike many
Christians, he does not allow that to destroy his
love for the person. He actually allowed a sinful
woman (many say she was a prostitute) to wash
his feet with her tears and hair on one occasion,
right in front of several religious leaders (Luke
7:38). I'm not as secure as he was - that
would’ve made me very uncomfortable. Jesus,
on the other hand, saw it as a chance to meet,
not retreat.
Back to Bill: they spoke much to him about the
Lord, and prayed for him regularly. The day
finally came when he was open and interested
enough to attend a service with them. At the
meeting that night, Bill had a meeting of his
own. Yeshua met him at his personal well of
despair (like the immoral woman at the well),
interrupted his destructive journey with His
glorious light of truth (like Saul of Tarsus),
connected heaven and earth (pawga), and
reconciled him to God. Another destiny was

being formed. Prayer meetings had allowed the
God of meetings to meet with another searching
Soul; and he had use Richard and Tim to do it.
What a night! The fruit of intercession! As he
did with Bill, Jesus wants to have encounters
with people today through our intercession.
We’re his link. Our prayers release the fruit of
Calvary.

Intercession plays a vital role, not only in
preparing the sinner, but also in the sending of
laborers into the harvest. Jesus said in Mat 9:38,
“Therefore pray the Lord of the harvest to send
out laborers into His harvest (of souls). In
essence, he was saying, “l want to meet with
more people to reconcile them to the Father. We
need more laborers to accomplish this, but you
have to ask for them to be sent.”

When Paul and Barnabas were sent into the
harvest in Acts 13:3, they were sent by prayer.
We tend to think of money when we speak of
sending laborers, because our focus is usually
on the financial support needed, but it isn’t even
mentioned in Acts 13. Jesus said, and the early
church believed, that prayer is the greatest
necessity in sending reconciling laborers.

Not only do we send these harvesters forth with
prayer, but intercession also opens doors for
them to share the gospel and enables them to
communicate it with greater skill. Paul said it in
Col 4:2-4, “Continue earnestly in prayer, being
vigilant in it with thanksgiving; meanwhile
praying also for us, that God would open to us
a door for the word, to speak the mystery of
Christ, for which | am also in chains, that | may
make it manifest, as | ought to speak.”

Paul understood not only that he was sent by
prayer, but also that his success at all stages of
the harvesting process was dependant on prayer.
Intercessory prayer makes possible the ministry
of reconciliation — meetings with God.

Marissa Marin was a reconciler, a meeting
creator, and an intercessor. She joined heaven
and earth, impacting destinies:

Wanting to do something for God, Marissa
committed to pray during her 45-minute daily
commute and asked God for whom she should
pray. A note at work caught her attention. “I’m
sorry this payment is late. | have been seriously
ill. Thank you, Bonnie.” Marissa knew she was
to pray for her, but not knowing any details, it
was not easy. As she faithfully interceded,
however, God’s great love for Bonnie was
imparted to her. Marissa sent her cards,
explaining how God loved her and had led
Marissa to pray. No responses came, but
Marissa continued praying.

Nine months later, Bonnie’s husband called.
Having found Marissa’a well-worn cards, which
evidently meant a lot to his wife, he wanted to
share what had happened. Although diagnosed
with lung cancer, Bonnie had never experienced
hardly any pain. Church had never had any real
part in their lives, but two weeks before she
died, Bonnie had asked to be baptized. The
night before she died she told him it was okay;
she was going home to be with the Lord.
Marissa was overwhelmed that God had used
her to reveal his love to Bonnie, allowing him to
meet with her and reconcile her to himself.

The world is filled with hurting Bonnies,
desperately longing for someone to care.
Somewhere along their journeys, storm clouds
blew in, blocking the glorious “Sonsets” God
had planned for them. Each has a name, each
has a story. God knows every one of them, from
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the career-minded yuppie to the homeless,
orphaned child feeding on garbage.

Somehow, we must find the heart to care. Jesus
desperately needs us to fulfill our part in the
reconciliation process. Don’t be deceived into
thinking you can’t make a difference. Like
Marissa, your commute can become a
communing, and the miles can become
meetings.

Please, for the passion of the Son, and for the
Bonnies of this world, intercede.

D. Let us consider another pair of passages; #1
Rom 8:38, “For | am persuaded, that neither
death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor
powers, nor things present, nor things to come,
nor height, nor depths, nor any other creature,
shall be able to separate us from the love of
God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. #2 Heb
3:12, “Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any
of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing
from the loving God. But exhort one another
daily, while it is called Today, lest any of you be
hardened through the deceitfulness of sin. For
we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the
beginning of our confidence steadfast to the
end.” #1 teaches us that nothing can separate us
from Almighty God’s love, and many folk
suggest that, as a result, we could never miss
heaven because of this. #2 teaches us there is
great spiritual danger and that we must actively
be on our guards and even implies that we just
might not make it to heaven. Are these two
passages contradictory? No! They are both
inspired by the Holy Spirit. If we hold to the
one, do we have to walk away from the other?
This better not be the case; for then, we would
have a contradiction in the scriptures. These two
passages compliment each other, and must both
be applied to any particular doctrine, in order to
avoid having a half-truth doctrine.

The groups that focus primarily on the #1
passages form a lopsided doctrine that they
claim secures a person for all eternity, even
though their race on earth is not yet completely
run. This tends to make the believer careless and
lazy because he believes that our loving
heavenly Father would never eternally punish
one of his own, even if they practice sin. The




groups that focus primarily on the #2 passages
form a doctrine that is lopsided in the sense that
they must constantly be concerned about any
slip-ups, much less sin, because they might die
in their sleep and go to hell, having forgotten to
confess some sin that they might have
committed. This leaves the believer living a life
of constant unwarranted terror. #1 doctrine is
brought into question by all the #2 passages, and
#2 doctrine is brought into question by all the #1
passages.

So what is a person to do? Must they resign
themselves to choosing one or the other? These
denominations are generally unwilling to fix the
imbalance to their half-truth doctrines and insist
that people choose the denomination they
prefer. They do not like persons from the
opposite group hanging around their people
talking about the opposite passages that they
shun. This is a very strange phenomenon. We
have already talked about Almighty God’s
teachings in the Holy Bible that exhort us to all
speak the same thing. How can we ignore these
entreaties from the Creator Himself? We do not
have to choose between these two doctrines.
Neither one of them are complete because they
both fail to take into account numerous passages
in the Holy Bible. There is one option left that
addresses every important angle. Both of these
doctrines have significant truth, even though
they are not completely true. The #1 passages
are in the Holy Bible, and the #2 passages are
also in the Holy Bible; therefore, they must be
complimentary in nature. The objective scholar
must adjust doctrine to accommodate all of
scripture. Sound doctrine cannot ignore any
facet, and cannot clash with any portion of it.
The doctrine derived strictly from the #1
passages clash with many scriptures, and those
derived strictly from #2 type passages also clash
with many scriptures. There is proper balance
that can be found if both these groups of
passages are melded together into one
comprehensive doctrine. Alone, these separate
groups of passages confuse, and lead to
generations of needless strife. Together, balance
is achieved, and delightful sound doctrine is
found. Half-truth doctrines frustrate the counsel
of Almighty God as a whole, and must not be
tolerated. This method is not compromise! The
method repairs the compromise that half-truth
doctrines have brought to the body of Christ.

Let us incorporate both groups of passages into
one sound doctrine. Be open to the Holy Bible
concept that all scripture is Holy Spirit inspired,
and is profitable for doctrine, reproof,
correction, and instruction in righteousness. All
scripture is good for this. The #2 passage in Rev
22:17 makes us know that everyone has a will,
and if they choose to, they can drink freely of
the water of life. The #1 passage in Eph 2:8
makes it clear that we are not saved by any
works that we might do, but we are saved by
grace through faith. As it says in Luke 6:43, that
same regenerate person mentioned in Eph 2:8
will bring forth fruit because that person is a
new creature. The old one has gone and the new
has come. The #1 passage in Rom 8:38 teaches
us that there is nothing that there is nothing that
can take me away from Almighty God. This
means | am safe in his hands. The #2 passage in
Rev 3:5 warns and encourages us to be over
comers, so that we will not have our names
blotted out of the “Book of Life.” The #1
passage in Rom 8:29 informs us that Almighty
God knew ahead of time the ones who would

overcome, and he predestinated these same
people to become like Christ. The #1 passage in
Mat 7:22 shows us clearly that there are many
people who apparently have done lots of great
spiritual things, and yet, He never knew them to
be over comers. The #2 passage in Heb 3:12
warns us not to let an evil heart of unbelief
creep into our lives. Because of this warning, we
know there is grave danger that a person must
guard against.

One group of passages comforts us with the
knowledge that we do not have to live in terror
of missing heaven. The other group warns us to
be very careful because of potential calamity for
the careless believer. If you apply both groups
of passages to a single doctrine, you have a
confident, productive believer. There are too
many denominational people out there who are
carrying passages to the extreme, and thereby,
are missing the mark with their interpretation.
The #1 group tends to make us comfortable,
lazy, and unproductive; and the #2 group tends
to fill our lives with unjustified terror; so that
there is little peace and joy in following Christ.
The #1 group tends to leave us thinking that we
have already attained and no longer have to
press toward the mark, while the #2 group leads
us to believe we can work our way to heaven.
Both groups stumble and miss the mark because
each is only emphasizing part of the truth. When
you combine the two together, you have an
accurate and balanced picture of the way things
really are.

It might be that the reason we are so resistant to
knowing Him more intimately is that we are
really resistant to the fact that we ought to know
each other better. John 17:20-22 declares with
powerful clarity the heart of God! “I do not ask
on behalf of these alone, but for those also that
believe in me through their word; that they may
all be one, even as you, Father, are in me and |
in you, that they also may be in us, so that the
world may believe that you sent me. The glory
which you have given me | have given them,
that they may be one, just as we are one.

But to do that, | might have to change my
thinking about the color of your skin, or your
background, where you come from, your story,
your history, and the hell you used to live in,
and the crazy stuff you used to do. To do this,
you might have to get your hands dirty because
we can’t receive from one another. You might
have to get next to dirty people, who are down
on their luck, but up on their walk, because
nobody is so low down that they can’t be
brought back up, so dirty that they can’t be
cleaned up, or so far out that they can’t be
brought back.

Didn’t Jesus tell us in John 13:34-35 that to
truly be identified as his disciples, is by the love
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that we have for one another. “A new
command | give you: Love one another; (see
next colm)
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Pastor Larry (from prev colm)

as | have loved you, so you must love one
another. By this everyone will know that you
are my disciples, if you love one another.”

The power of unity is exemplified and
magnified in the fact that we are to operate in
his divine nature, having escaped the pollution
that is in this world through the knowledge if
Him. Knowledge of Him begins to first be
acquired when we begin to know what unity in
God means — oneness.

Unity in God can be expressed in a phrase so
many of us are afraid of, and it is oneness. And
oneness can be better understood in a powerful
word, the Word calls togetherness.

I Cor 11:20 says we are to come together in one
place. Eph 2:6 says we are supposed to be
seated together. 1l Cor 6:1 says we are to be
workers together in Christ. Eph 1:10 declares
that we are in a dispensation of time when
Christ is gathering together in one (unity) all
things. Eph 2:6 says we are raised up together.
Eph 2:21 says the whole building is framed
together. Eph 2:22 says you are being built
together. Eph 4:16 joined together; Phil 1:27
stand fast in one spirit, with one mind, striving
together (not striving against); Col 2:2 knitted
together (don’t know where one thread ends and
another begins); Col 2:13 quickened together; |
Thes 5:10 live together with Jesus; | Thes 5:11
comfort yourselves together, and edify one
another; Heb 10:25 not forsaking the assembling



of ourselves together; | Pet 3:7 heirs together of
the grace of life; | Thes 4:17 caught up together.
I know it is late, but | must address briefly one
of the greatest purposes of unity, Eph 4:11-16.
“And he gave some apostles, and some
prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors
and teachers, for the equipping of the saints for
the work of service, to the building up of the
body of Christ; until we all attain to the unity of
faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God,
to a mature man, to the measure of the stature
which belongs to the fullness of Christ. As a
result, we are no longer to be children, tossed
here and there and carried about by every wind
of doctrine, by the trickery of men, by craftiness
in deceitful scheming; but speaking the truth in
love, we are to grow up in all aspects into him
who is the head, even Christ, from whom the
whole body, being fitted and held together by
what every joint supplies, according to the
proper working of each individual part, causes
the growth of the body for the building up of
itself in love.

Is unity a state of mind or a state of being? (Half
of us have our minds messed up anyway). It is
both. Whatever you think it is, it isn’t until you
become it, and you can’t become it until you
think it. The biggest hindrance to unity is what
we think. Stop tolerating diversity and celebrate
it. We are afraid of losing our identities. Lose it
and take His identity. That is why churches
can’t get together like they should, or for very
long. But when we are willing to lose our
identities and find our identity in Him, we gain
and enhance our identity in each other.

Acts 17:28 — “For in him we live, and move,
and have our being.”

moon and a solar eclipse. A blood moon
occurred in 1948, when Israel became a nation.
It happened again in 1967 when Jerusalem was
taken. Joel 2:28 says, “In the last days | will
pour out my spirit on all flesh.”
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“What is the significance of the scraps in 2014?
In Mat 14:15, Jesus saw the executive board
coming (the 12) and he said to them, ‘What you
got?” He knew there were about 15,000 people.
So, he took inventory. He looked at what we do
have, not what we Don’t have. He had them sit
in companies of 50 and 100 and that takes time.
He broke the bread and blessed it, and the
disciples lost count at this point. It is the
breaking. Every time you got broken you went
to desperation, and your desperation became
devotion. There is a place that breaking will
take you.

“The real power is in what was left over — the
scraps — 12 baskets full. It could’ve been 4, 8,
10, but it wasn’t. It was 12, and there were 12
disciples. Why would a God whose name is El
Shaddai — more than enough- have just enough
left over? Jesus said to gather up the scraps. He
went up on a mountain to pray, but first, he gave
the 12 baskets full of scraps to the disciples, and
they left on a boat.

“Jesus came walking on the water. He walks on
what is threatening to take us under. Remember
what Jesus did, what he can do now. He brought
you through that; he can bring you through this.
The Lord wants us to remember about the scraps
in 2014, because those scraps of what he has
already done will nourish you. We cannot
reduce God to our circumstances. Hold onto
those scraps because you’re on the verge of the
breakthrough. Remember the scraps. Hope
which brings faith: When he nourishes you from
the scraps, it increases your faith.

“There are four things that God desires to
release in 2014 to the bruised and the battered:
1: Radical restoration — Mind blowing, mind
boggling, ‘All things are possible if thou
believest.” There’s a battle before the
breakthrough. Weeping remains for a night, but
joy comes in the morning. God does things in
layers. You have seen a measure of the
restoration, but there will be another layer.

2: Rapid recovery — The enemy will get you to
give up if he can. Waiting on the Lord many of
you have lost so much. | speak prophetically:
He said 7-fold what you lost will be restored to
you, all that was stolen, things like your dreams.
3: New Streams of supply and provision — Do
not look to the old.

4: Release of His miraculous power — He gave
me 4 keys for this:

A: Don’t poison your future with the pain of
your past. Don’t lose all hope and let
doubt defeat you.

B: You’ll never reach the palace talking like
a peasant. Thank him for what he has
already done. Don’t wait to thank him
for what he will do.

C: Be in one mind, one accord, be in unity.

D: You will never possess what you are
unwilling to pursue.

“In Hosea 4:6 my people are destroyed for the
lack of knowledge. What is your take on
homosexuality? ‘Well, God loves everybody.’
We know that. That’s not what you were asked.
You need to be able to give an intelligent
answer with what the Bible says without just
quoting scripture.

“You hear black people who say, ‘Some white
men wrote the Bible.” You show me in this book
where there is any part of it that any white man
wrote. There’s not but one race: the human race.
“If the Bible is written by men and inspired by
God, then it must be interpreted by inspired
men. In other words, when God exhales, they
inhale. Not knowing the scripture is not
knowing apologetics, not knowing the reason
for what you believe. That’s why you get
intimidated when you see the Jehovah’s
Witnesses coming, and you hide and won’t
answer the door. Somebody can say that the
Bible is a white man’s book and show you the
‘Holy Quran.” There is nothing holy about the
Quran. No matter how much you know, if you
don’t apply it, it is nothing. Wisdom is
application.

“You never fast, never separate yourself. You
isolate, but never separate yourself. Stop trying
to play with a God that don’t play. You play
games when you insult the integrity of scripture.
In Malachi, God is dealing with the leaders, the
priesthood, but in the New Testament, in
Revelation 1, we are all a kingdom of priests.
“The priesthood is messed up. The preachers are
crazy, not all, but most. They send people to
pray and they don’t pray; send people to fast but
they don’t fast; They tell people to tithe, but
they don’t tithe.

“Music: God did not say to praise him because
of the instruments, but with the instruments.
‘What are we gonna do; the musicians are not
here?’

“When knowledge is given and rejected, God
says, ‘Okay, | reject you.” John 8:30-32 — ‘If
you abide in my word, you are my disciples
indeed. And you shall know the truth, and the
truth shall make you free.” Here is the danger of
not knowing the truth. If you do not know the
truth, you will compromise with a lie, which is
what half-truth doctrine is. The truth is the
foundation. Notice that it is not the truth that
makes you free; it is knowing the truth that
makes you free.

“Olive oil: O-Live oil. He loved us, and washed
away our sins in his own blood. Why can’t we
just hang out with God for a moment? We don’t
love him like that? Little teens are on the phone
at 2 in the morning and gotta get up at 6. You
don’t love God like that? There is far more

danger in not knowing than you think. Look at |
John 1:9. Interrogate the scripture. Link with
people who understand it. When it makes sense,
you’ll read it.

Imagine what
those who were watching from across the river
thought. First, the Israelitess went to the
mulberry trees to circumcise those who had not
been. God wants to circumcise our hearts.

“God said he was causing a shift. He started it a
year ago in August 2013 for 30 days, from
1August to 30 August. It was like gears locking
into place. When God does it in the spirit realm,
we see it in the natural realm. Heb 2:1 -
‘Therefore, we must give... ...lest we drift
away.” With this shift, are we willing to shift
with him, or drift?

We must pray
with expectation.

“l Tim 2:8 — Pray without doubt. People are not
listening to the Holy Spirit; he will convict you
of unbelief. Lift up holy hands with expectation.
“Listen to the sound of praise.” Its all about
giving God first attention. *Are they praising me
for who | am, or for what | have done?’
Football, soccer, television — these are all gods.
He tells me praise Him! 1: God is one; there are
four: God the father, the Son, the Holy Ghost,
and You, if you be in God. 2: | am spirit. If God
is in you, you are spirit. (Read John 17) You
will be one with God is you want to be. He is
larger than life, so you will be larger than life. 3:
He is unchangeable. You must be unchangeable
if you are in him. 4: He gives us power and
strength. He is not weak, but powerful. 5:
walking in holiness. He will teach you how to
be holy. There is no better way to live. He is in
the process of making us holy. If your wife is
not on the same page, show her she will have to
change. 6: He is absolute. Be absolute: if he



says he will do it, he will do it. If you say you
will do it, then make sure you do it. When he
glorifies you, others will see and change. He is
love, but he is jealous. 7: He is merciful. His
justice is long, but his wrath is quick.

“God said, ‘How much do | weigh?’ | said, ‘I
don’t know, Lord.” He reminded me that | used
to talk about his weightiness. ‘So, how much do
I weigh?” There is a weightiness of God, but
there is also a weightiness of the world. What is
God’s weightiness? It is his glory. When you
praise him, as you are to do 1% thing in the
morning, you are walking in his glory. He is
repairing the breeches in America’s wall. Go to
the Mayor and tell him you will pray for him.

The Lord said, ‘Pray that | will give
you the grace to accept what goes on with
Henry.” He beat the cancer.

“II King 13:14-19 - In those days, just like
today, Syria was a problem. Elisha was sick
with the illness that he would die from. King
Joash wept over him. Elisha told the king to take
a bow and some arrows, and shoot one of the
arrows out the east window. This was based on
the custom that, you shoot an arrow into the
enemy’s camp to tell him he had 30 days to get
out or there would be war. He shot out the east
window because it faced Syria. Elisha told Joash
to take the hand full of arrows and strike the
ground, which he did, but only 3 times. This
would only give him a partial victory. We must
be passionate in these things until we get back
what has been taken from us.

Then you will be more comfortable when you
do what you are supposed to do.

Fear is a real thing. The Bible tells us that God
did not give a spirit of fear. So, it is a spirit. Fear
attacks us with an assignment. Fear attacks
people with addiction issues, even people
who’ve been in bondage a long time. Fear is a
demonic spirit. God would not have said fear
not if there was not some going to come along
and try to make you afraid. God’s kingdom
operates by faith. Satan’s kingdom operates by
fear. Il Tim 1:7 says, ‘For God has not given us
a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a
sound mind.’

As a little boy | was tormented by a bridge
because of a fear of heights. Some people have a
fear of flying, but thousands of planes take off
and land every day. Let just one of them crash
and there will be fear. Opiate (pill) addiction is
the #1 addiction in America today. People go
back out because of fear. With relationship
issues, if one relationship messes up, they live in
fear that the next one will go the same way.
They become afraid to try, to step out. Even in
ministry people are afraid —“If | step out for
God, what will people say?’ People are gonna
say things anyway. | don’t care what they say. It
only matters what God says. Sometimes people
say this, but God says that. Who you gonna
follow?

Ministers even say, ‘A little fear is healthy for
you.” That’s not what God says. Fear is not of
God. Many people are controlled by fear with

If we become
afraid, faith is not operating. If you believe,
you’ll see. If you doubt, you’ll do without.

A man said, ‘I have a hard time letting it go.’
Then it won’t let you go. Whatever you tolerate
will get worse. People relapse because of fear.
The root so often is fear-based. Satan knows
what fear can do because he is the author of it.
Way back in Eden God called and Adam hid.
That spirit is still very much alive even today. A
panic attack is not natural. What is there to be
afraid of when God’s got your back. Satan
wants to capture our minds. Ephesians says give
the devil no place. What place does he want? He
wants your mind. Then he can control your
imagination. Why do you think the suicide rate
is so high?

Realize that, if you belong to the Lord, when
you die, you will right then be with the Lord.
