The Prize (part two)

Last month we spoke about those things that we
must pray for concerning unbelievers if we are
to intercede for their salvation effectively.

We said that we first pray that God will open
their eyes and remove the veil from their minds
that his word could be seen by them. Then we
said that we must pray that he would break off
of them all the lies and deception placed on
them by the world and the evil one.

The third thing we need to pray for when we
intercede for lost people is that God will pull
down and destroy the strongholds of fear and
pride. It is a spirit of fear that keeps people from
trusting in him.

Il Cor 4:4 states, ‘“The god of this world has
blinded the minds of the unbelieving.”
Interestingly, the Greek word translated
“blinded” is tuphloo (pron toof [00 as in book]
lah-oh), which means to obscure, as with smoke,
to inflate with self-conceit, high-minded, lifted
up with pride.

I can only believe that this is due to the fact that
pride blinds us to our true conditions. | am
certain that it is part of the sinful nature passed
on to humans from Lucifer at the fall. His sin, of
course, was pride, which led to rebellion (see Is
14:12-15). This same motive — pride, or the
exalting of self — came to humans at the fall.

I am also convinced that pride is one of the main
things that keeps people from wanting the Lord.
It actually takes many forms:

1: Wanting to rule one’s own life and, therefore,
not wanting another Lord.

2: Refusing to acknowledge one’s sinful
condition and, therefore, one’s need for a savior.
3: Not wanting to turn from certain sinful
pleasures or lifestyles.

The good news is that we have the authority to
tear down this stronghold through intercession.
Il Cor 10:4-5 says, “For the weapons of our
warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for the
pulling down of strongholds... ...and every
high thing raised up against the kingdom of
God.” A “high thing” [High thing — Hupsoma,
an elevated place or thing, attitude, barrier, lofty
thing) is something exalted to a place of
preeminence, and has the same root word as
“Most High God.” When it is used like this, it is
the condition of the whole world that causes us
to want to be our own “most high” — it is pride.
The Holy Spirit says that we, through our
mighty weapon of prayer, can demolish this
stronghold in unbelievers. If | were praying this
way, | might pray something like, “In the name
of the one | represent, Yeshua, | war against the
stronghold of pride in David that blinds him to
the light of the gospel. Holy Spirit, | ask you
with your great power to demolish the pride in
him that exalts itself against the kingdom of
God. | ask it based on your word in Il Cor 10:4-
5 (“for pulling down strongholds, casting down
arguments”).

We are to loose the sinner from the blindness
that he may see the light. If we can get people to
see God as he really is, they will want to love
him. We are one with the Great Intercessor in
his ministry of reconciliation.

Fourth, we must pray on behalf of the lost that
all Satan’s schemes and strategies will fail. 1l
Cor 10:5 says, “We are bringing every thought
into captivity to the obedience of Christ.” Many
people seem to think that this refers to taking

our own thoughts captive. Well, that certainly is
included, but the context of this passage refers
to doing this for others through prayer.

This becomes clearer when the broad meaning
of the word “thought” is understood. This word
also means plan, plot, scheme, or device (no’-
ema [Nah’ay mah] — perception, intellect, mind,
thought, purpose/device). The verse is telling
us to war in prayer against every thought,
scheme or plan of the evil one that would keep a
person from submitting to Christ. In short, we
pray that all his schemes and strategies fail.
Fifth we need to be praying that the Ruakh
Hakodesh — the Holy Spirit — will hover around
an unsaved person and envelope them with his
power and love. This will break evil
strongholds, release revelation, and draw this
person to Christ. The words “hover” and
“envelop” are carefully chosen to convey an
important truth. A compiling and summary of
several verses will give insight to this.

Of the triune God, the Holy Spirit is the birthing
agent. When we are born again, the scriptures
describe it as being “born of the spirit”
(John3:3-8). It was the Holy Spirit who
“hovered” or “brooded” over the earth at
creation, bringing forth all that was created. In
Gen 1:2 the King James uses the word “moved”
(And the spirit of God “moved” upon the face of
the waters). The Hebrew word is Rachaf (Raw-
khaf); it means to brood, be relaxed, flutter,
move, shake. In other places this act is referred
to as a travail or a birthing. Amazingly, our
prayers of intercession release the Holy Spirit
(He who brings about the new birth or creation)
to brood or hover over unbelievers and release
all that is necessary for them to be born again
(see John 3:5-8, Gen 1:2, Ps 90:2, Is 66:7-9).
Paul prayed for the Galatians, causing their birth
into God’s family. That is why he called them
his children and said he was in labor or travail in
order that Christ be formed in them (see Gal
4:19). His birthing intercession at this point was
for their spiritual maturity, the forming of Christ
into their actions and beliefs.

Eliyahu (Elijah) was used in this way in | King
18:41-46. It had not rained in Israel for 3%
years. This came to an end because of his
intercession. We see in V,, that his very posture
in prayer was the birthing position of a Middle-
Eastern  woman.  The  symbolism s
unmistakable. His prayers released the Holy
Spirit to bring forth, or birth, rain.

How much more we should we consistently and
fervently ask the Holy Spirit to release His
spiritual rain on unbelievers, pouring himself on
them (see Joel 2:23-29 & Acts 2:16-21). We
must ask him to hover around them, breaking
the strongholds - the root of fear, pride, beliefs,
demonic thoughts, and strategies — in their lives,
releasing  revelation  (the unveiling or
apokalupsis) and causing them to believe in
Christ. You won’t have to coerce him; he is
anxiously waiting to release the fruit of Calvary.
The birth of the church — the pouring out of the
Holy Spirit at the day of Pentecost — was a
direct result of Yeshua asking the Father to send
him (John 14:16). What an incredible example
of God’s mandate that he will work on earth
through us — through prayer.

The sixth thing we need to pray for finally is for
workers. We must ask for workers — harvesters
— to be sent to unbelievers. Let’s look at Mat
9:36-38:

“And seeing the multitudes, he was moved with
compassion for them because they were
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distressed and scattered like sheep without a
shepherd. Then he said to his talmadim
(disciples), ‘the harvest is truly plentiful, but the
laborers are few. Therefore pray the Lord of the
harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.””
Because of God’s decision to work on earth
through human prayers and actions, even
laborers in the harvest cannot be taken for
granted. We are told to ask for them. Ask the
Holy Spirit to send workers to those for whom
you are praying. He is faithful and will do so,
and many are waiting to hear.

The ministry of Woycliffe Bible Translators
sends workers into the harvest fields. They live
among the illiterate tribes, learn their language,
and reduce the language to writing. Then they
translate the word of God into these languages
for these people to be able to read it in their
language. Two such young women arrived and
did this in New Guinea. It required some
months to accomplish. One older man in the
village, once he realized exactly what they were
doing, asked them what took them so long to
come.

I know one reason: our prayers are critical in
getting laborers into the harvest. Millions of
people are still waiting to hear the good news of
Jesus Christ. Be part of the birthing of this, both
for those you know, and for the millions that
you don’t know.

#2 Doctrinal Error Example

Gift of Tongues Controversy

| grew up in the “Church of the Nazarene”
denomination. As far as denominations go, it is
a good denomination, but it too has its own
peculiar doctrines. | am repeating a few lines
that | wrote earlier, but please indulge me for a
moment in order to start making this point. I,
like most denominational people, promoted the
doctrines of what used to be my denomination
known as the “Church of the Nazarene.” One
pet doctrine of the Nazarene Church was that
“tongues” were not of the church today. They
went so far as to suggest that tongues were of
the devil. | was young and naive. It is interesting
how a person tends to take their organization’s
word for everything, and | defended these
teachings. Millions of children that grow up in
these denominations generally accept the
denominational position in which they were
brought up. This is human nature.
Unfortunately, we learned the bad part as well
as the good. The saying “you can’t teach an old
dog new tricks” fits pretty well here. Once a
person has been indoctrinated in this way, it can



be rather difficult to bring these denominational
teachings into line with the Holy Bible. At least
I knew where to turn even at this young age. |
got out my Holy Bible and commenced studying
the matter for myself. In studying, | discovered
that the scriptures do teach about speaking in
tongues. | Cor 14:13 makes it perfectly clear
that speaking in tongues in the church setting
must be accompanied by an interpretation, or as
verse 28 states, “keep silence,” and speak to
himself and God.

When | realized there must be an interpretation,
| felt somewhat vindicated concerning my own
denomination, for these Pentecostal
denominations did not seem to require an
interpretation. Like | said, | was young and
naive. Years passed, and in my twenties | found
this phrase in | Cor 14:39, “forbid not to speak
with tongues.” This was totally a revelation to
me. | had read over it before, but this time it
really caught my attention. | had been taught
that speaking in tongues was not a good thing;
and yet, there it was in my own Holy Bible,
“forbid not to speak with tongues.” This Holy
Bible verse proved the “Church of the
Nazarene” doctrine wrong all by itself. |
realized that the Nazarene church was in error at
this point. It is true that the gift of tongues is
misused a lot in Pentecostal circles; however,
that in no way justifies the Nazarene Church
position of “no tongues.”

I wrote individual, handwritten letters to each of
the general superintendants of the “Church of
the Nazarene” denomination, sharing with them
my finding and urging them to make a doctrinal
change. Each one wrote me back a courteous
letter, but to my knowledge, nothing came of it.
How very sad! | even told the district
superintendant, who was over the state of
Georgia, that | knew a certain member who had
the gift of tongues. | did not share their name
with him, but | asked him what they should do.
He replied that they should get out of the
Nazarene church. Incredible! Can you believe
the audacity? Can we ignore a clear directive in
the Holy Bible? Can we take the initiative to
change the wisdom of Almighty God? Is it okay
to allow our traditions to rule the day, in spite of
Almighty God’s commands? The command,
“forbid not to speak with tongues” means this:
forbid not to speak in tongues. You can’t make
it any clearer than that. The wise person, along
with the wise organization, will change their
doctrine to satisfy the Word of Almighty God.
Anything less than this is purely carnal in
nature, and unworthy of man’s consideration.
The Holy Bible says this in Il Pet 1:19-21, “We
have also a more sure word of prophecy; where
unto you do well that take heed as unto a light
that shines in a dark place, until the day dawn,
and the day star arise in your hearts: Knowing
this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of
any private interpretation. For the prophecy
came not in old time by the will of man: but
holy men of God spoke as they were moved by
the Holy Ghost.” You see, the phrase, “forbid
not to speak with tongues” did not come from
the will of man, but it was inspired by the Holy
Spirit himself. We dare not add to, or take away
from the Word of Almighty God: God, we do so
at our own peril.

Some say that the gift of tongues and the gift of
prophecy have passed away, and they cite | Cor
13:8-10, which says, “Love never fails: whether
there be prophecies, they shall fail; whether
there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there

be knowledge, it shall vanish away, for we
know in part and we prophecy in part, But when
that which is perfect is come, then that which is
in part shall be done away.” They say things;
such as, the Holy Bible had not been completed,
and when it was completed, the phrase, “when
that which is perfect is come,” was fulfilled.
They equate the phrase “that which is perfect,”
with the completing of the New Testament.
Why then do they not also say that when the
New Testament was completed, knowledge was
done away with, for knowledge too is
mentioned in the very same passage in verse 8?
These same people continue to traffic in
knowledge, while dismissing the gift of tongues
and the gift of prophecy. This is totally
unacceptable. It is stretching the scripture to
accommodate a preferred doctrine. The truth is
that the gift of tongues and the gift of prophecy
still exist, and Almighty God laid down rules for
the proper use of these gifts, and warns against
the misuse of them. The stubborn refusal to
allow the things that Almighty God says we are
to allow is carnal in nature. Conclusion: the gift
of tongues is valid. If someone speaks in an
unknown tongue in the church, it must be
permitted by those in charge and there must be
an interpretation. This is what the Almighty
commands. The church leaders do not have
authority from Almighty God to stop it. In fact,
these leaders are commanded to let it take place,
whether they like it or not. When an unknown
tongue is followed by interpretation, it edifies
the body of Christ, as stated in | Cor 14:5. It is
the doing of Almighty God. On the other hand,
any person who takes it upon themselves to
speak in an unknown tongue without the
moving of the Holy Spirit is out of order. You
will know that they are out of order when there
is no interpretation forthcoming. In such cases,
this person must not be allowed to disturb the
services, for Almighty God is not of disorder,
tumult, commotion, instability, and confusion.
These rules laid down in | Cor 14 are clear and
easy to follow. There is no need whatsoever to
divide into denominations over the gift of
tongues, and the interpretation of tongues,
because the rules in the Holy Bible concerning
this are not optional.

Marty Starcher opened in prayer, “If Satan can
keep us divided, we no longer fight him, but
each other.”
“We’ll spend all day talking about unity,”
continued Bishop Green, “but we don’t want to
discuss the issues that divide us. | am not going
to fall out with you because we don’t always
agree. We still love one another. You argue with
people in your family, but if somebody messes
with one of them, you will fight. There are some
things we will never agree on, but we are part of
the body and we stand with each other.

Pastor Larry Percifield spoke on unity in the
body, “I don’t know what it’s gonna take to get
people stirred up from their seats. We have 48
churches, but you don’t see them here. That’s
not unity. The time is coming when they may
say, “You deny this Jesus, or you’re gonna hang

on a cross like he did.””

“I’ve seen people with the attitude, ‘If | don’t
speak or put the program on, | ain’t coming..’If
we can’t agree here, how you think we’re gonna
agree in heaven?
“Paul was dealing with contention. It doesn’t
matter what church you go to, how you have
service, we are all part of the body. This has
been a problem far too long. A fragmented body
can’t grow or be healed. We have to learn who
we’re really working for. Sometimes the pastor
thinks it’s all about him- he’s the only one with
revelation knowledge.
