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On Prayer XXVII  

Pre-emptive Prayer 

(Part Three) 

I was speaking in Vancouver several months 

ago. On my last day there, as I was packing my 

bags and thinking about my final session, I was 

also having a conversation with the Holy Spirit. 

It was not intercession, and it was not during my 

quiet time. I was simply speaking to a friend 

while working, sharing some of my inner 

thoughts with him, much the same way I might 

have done with my husband, had he been there. 

Suddenly he spoke to me. It was as natural and 

matter of fact as two friends sharing their hearts. 

“Japan is really on my heart this morning,” he 

said. This surprised me because I guess I never 

thought about God as having one place on his 

heart more than others. I suppose I figured he 

had every place on his heart all the time. The 

phrase “on my heart” surprised me also. It was 

more than on his mind; this was something 

deeper, something very important to him. I felt 

as though he was letting me into his very heart. I 

have asked him many times to show me his 

heart, but I was not expecting that. 

Then he said to me, “I must have Japan. It is a 

gate to Asia and I must have it. There is 

tremendous warfare over the nation right now. 

Would you pray for Japan this morning in your 

session?” 

How do you like that? It was not a command, 

“Pray for Japan,” but a question, “Would you?” 

He was asking me! 

“Of course we will, Father,” I said. “We would 

be honored to do that.” And we did! Such an 

anointing and burden came upon the assembly – 

tears, travail, intense intercession. It went on for 

at least 45 minutes, at which time I had to leave 

for the airport. The others there continued – how 

long I do not know. 

In that session, God brought us tremendous 

insight into how to pray for Japan. He spoke to 

us prophetically some promises to lay hold of 

and declare over the nation of Japan. It was 

glorious. I was later informed that, through 

some Japanese that were in that session, other 

believers in Japan have heard about this, and 

they have been very encouraged. Japan will be 

saved! I am not saying that Japan will be saved 

merely because of those of us who prayed in 

Vancouver. Many others, doubtless, prayed 

effectively and intensely for Japan. But due to 

the strong witness in my heart that day, I now 

know this about Japan. For the same reason I 

have great faith for this nation. 

This watching and subsequent intercession was 

born out of fellowship with the Holy Spirit. As 

we spend time communing with them, which 

involves listening as well as talking, we grow 

more sensitive to his promptings.  

The Old Testament words for watchman are 

also translated “protector,” “guard,” or 

“bodyguard.” An example from my own life 

involves a favorite cousin I had not seen in 

some years. I crawled out of bed in the middle 

of the night to use the bathroom when a picture 

of my cousin came into my mind. I dropped to 

my knees and began to cry out, “God, don’t let 

Marcus move! Keep him still, Lord! Keep him 

still! Oh God, please don’t let him move! Hold 

him, Lord! Hold him!” 

Even though I was pleading on Marcus’ behalf 

with my words, I remember thinking, This is 

really ridiculous. Why am I praying this? Then 

the words ceased, and when they did, I could 

not utter another word. So I got up, used the 

bathroom and started back toward the bedroom. 

Again I fell to the floor and began to cry out 

with a grave sense of urgency. “Don’t let him 

move, God! Don’t let Marcus move! Stay still! 

Stay still!” The words came to an abrupt end. 

This time I thought, Oh, no! This must be a 

nightmare! 

I had no feeling inside of me other than the need 

to pray. I got up and began to pace the floor, 

wondering what in the world this was all about. 

One more time I took a few steps toward the 

bedroom, and again I dropped to the floor. Only 

this time I was yelling, “Get him up, Lord! Get 

him to run! Run, Marcus! Lord, help him to run! 

Run! Run! Let him run, God! Run, run, run!” 

After several minutes, a calm came over me and 

I returned to bed for the night. 

The following day, I called my aunt to see if she 

could help me put the pieces together about my 

puzzling outcries the night before. She informed 

me that Marcus was in Vietnam. The experience 

still made very little sense. 

Finally a month later, my aunt called to read a 

letter she had received. The letter told how 

Marcus, who was a pilot, had been shot down 

and landed in a tree. He had been warned to get 

out of the area as quickly as possible, but 

explained that just a few hundred meters from 

the crash site, he fell into a bush. “Mom,” he 

wrote, “it was like I was pinned down. I felt like 

somebody was sitting on me. The Vietcong 

came and were unknowingly standing on my 

pant leg while looking up at my parachute in the 

tree. They turned around and began to slash the 

bushes with their bayonets. It looked safe, so I 

got up and ran until I fell into another bush as if 

someone had pushed me. I lay there for a couple 

of minutes until suddenly I had an impulse to 

get up and run. I heard a helicopter so I sprinted 

through the wooded area, following the 

direction of the noise, to an open space where I 

was whisked off to safety. The helicopter crew 

said they came in response to my beeper. And 

yet, it had not been working when I was shot 

down.” That, dear ones, is intercession!   

Another Hebrew meaning of the word 

watchman is “doorkeeper” or “gatekeeper.” 

Watchmen determine through prayer what 

comes into their lives, homes, churches, cities, 

and nations. They refuse to allow entrance to the 

serpent or any of his emissaries. 

An example of gatekeeping for a nation began 

when we took my daughter Sarah on a prayer 

journey to Washington DC in August 1999, for 

her birthday. She is becoming a true intercessor. 

While praying with me on the Washington Mall, 

Sarah said, “Mama, I believe we’re supposed to 

come back here and pray with several more 

teens and their parents. I feel like we are 

suppose to do it before The Call to help prepare 

the way for this event through intercession.” 

(The Call DC was a gathering of 400,000 youth 

and adults – mostly youth – on the Washington 

Mall in our nation’s capital on 2 September 

2000. The purpose of the event was to be a day 

of prayer and fasting to repent and pray for 

revival in America. Many of those attending 

participated in 40 days of fasting leading up to 

the event. It was an awesome occasion.) 

Sarah repeated this 2 or 3 times over the next 

few months. She was very adamant, “We must 

do this, Mama.” 

I agreed and we set the trip for June of 2000. 

Several families joined us. A few months before 

time to go, I received a call from some friends 

in Spokane, Washington, saying they were 

taking a team of intercessors to DC for the same 

purpose as we were – at the same time! They 

were wondering if I would be able to join them 

and speak during a service on the Mall. 

“Certainly,” I responded, “I was already 

planning to be there! 

When the journey actually took place, we had 

incredible times of prayer in our nation’s 

capital, but the highlight was a service on the 

Mall on Sunday morning. As it turned out, the 

Dalai Lama of the Buddhist religion was 

scheduled to lead a service on the other end of 

the Mall at the same time as ours. His was for 

the purpose of calling over 700 demonic spirits 

into our nation for the propagation of the 

Buddhist religion. 

In the sovereign plan of God, we were placed 

between him and the Capitol Building. We 

knew immediately upon hearing about it that 

God had placed us there as gatekeepers to 

protect our nation’s capital from theses evil 

spirits. 

Though he tried, we were later informed that the 

Dalai Lama had to apologize to the people. He 

couldn’t get these spirits summoned, it seemed. 

We know why. The gate was closed! 

A group of intercessors in the state of 

Washington and a 13-year-old girl in Colorado 

had heard the call to go to Washington DC, and 

pray. Though we did not have a specific 

warning about what was going to happen that 

day, we felt the prompting of the Holy Spirit to 

go. The rest is history. 

We must learn to listen to the Holy Spirit. He 

will guide us in our intercession and alert us to 

the schemes of the enemy. We need not allow 

the serpents into our gardens. On the contrary, 

as it says in Luke 10:19, we can “tread upon 

serpents and scorpions, and over all the power 

of the enemy.”

Three Levels, One 

Message

Luke 10:19, “Behold, I give power to tread on 

serpents and scorpions, and over all the power 

of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means 

hurt you.” 

The key word here is ‘power.’ In this verse, the 

word ‘power’ is the Greek word, ‘exousia’ (ex-

oo-see-uh). It can also means ‘authority.’ So 

what we have here is followers of Christ that 

have been given authority. This authority did 

not come from the accolades of men, but was 

given by Christ himself. This authority is given 

to us as well. In the context of the above 

scripture, the disciples have been told to heal the 

sick, cast out devils, etc. They came back 

rejoicing that even the evil spirits were subject 

to them.  And so it should be with us. We 

should not be palling around with evil spirits, 

inviting all sorts of evil into our homes. We 

should be serving notice that they are evicted! 

Luke 24:49, “And, behold, I send the promise of 

my Father upon you; but tarry in the city of 

Jerusalem until you are endued with power from 

on high.” 

Here again in the only book in the Bible written 

by a Gentile we have another commission, and 

we see another level coming, another level of 

ministry, a change. (Note: Religion hates 

change and hates anything new or different.) 

Jesus is the one doing the sending. That word 

“send” is the Greek word apostello (ap-oss-tel-

o). It sounds like the word apostle for a reason. 

He was sending the Holy Spirit, so he (the Holy 

Spirit) could correctly be called an apostle that 

would have the gifts of the 5-fold ministry to 

give the church. Apostles, prophets, evangelists, 

pastors, and teachers are mentioned in the book 

of Ephesians, chapter 4. It could be that those 

who hold these offices (functions) are actually 

not these things in and of themselves (apostles, 

prophets, evangelists, etc) but it could be that 

the Spirit is manifesting that particular office 

(function) through them or that particular gift. If 

this is true, then anyone can be sent, anyone can 

prophesy (and we are told to seek that gift), 

anyone can evangelize, anyone can teach, any 

one can pastor. What it would require from the 

vessel (that’s you and me) is simply to surrender 

and let Holy Spirit be who he is and we simply 

be who he makes us. It is not as much about 

what we do as who we are. It is not as much 

about accomplishments as about faithfulness. 

Then we have the word “endued,” which can 

properly be said “clothed” (Greek: enduo, en-

doo-o, sinking into a garment), clothed with 

another power. But this time the “power” is the 

word dunamis. This word is often translated 

“wonders” or “miracles” or “mighty works.” It 

is the basis for the English word “dynamite.” 

The best way I have found to understand this is 

to point out a policeman. I obey the cop’s 

authority because he has a badge (exsousia). But 

if I will not comply with him because of his 

badge, then he also has a gun (dunamis) to 

ensure that I do. 

Now we have another level not much achieved 

by man. They did have to follow Christ for him 

to send them with authority. They did have to 

obey and tarry to receive the dunamis power. 

Therefore, it is not without cooperation from 

man, but rather it is faithfulness to be a disciple 

(be disciple by the Lord) and obedience then to 

receive the dunamis power. In John 14 Jesus 

says that, if we love him, we will obey his 

commandments and that the Father will send 

another comforter. This is no frivolous gesture 

of comfort, but a promise of power, the promise 

of a change, another level of ministry, another 

level of anointing to set the captives free and 

advance the Kingdom of God!  

In Acts 2 we see this dunamis power sent, the 

Spirit Apostle, the one who would not only be 

with us, but work through us. That level that 
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was promised now having been achieved, Peter 

preached, and those hard hearts, who just 50 

days earlier shouted “crucify,” were now saying, 

“What must we do?” 

In John 14:12 Jesus said that those who believed 

in him would do greater works than he himself 

did because he was going to the Father (and the 

Holy Spirit was coming). Besides that, I am not 

going to site a promise of the next level of 

anointing, but only evidence. Just as the wind 

blows and I can’t see that it is a strong wind, but 

when the trees begin to pop and the shingles fly, 

I see evidence of a strong wind, stronger than 

that gentle southern breeze. 

So here is the record, again written by Luke the 

Gentile. We have another level of the anointing 

that comes about in Acts 4. These same people, 

these same apostles who received the one sent 

from Christ, the Holy Spirit, in Acts 2, are seen 

here again. 

Acts 4:29, “And now, Lord, behold their 

threatening: and grant unto thy servants, that 

with all boldness they may speak thy word.” 

Acts 4:30, “By stretching out thine hand to heal; 

and that signs and wonders may be done by the 

name of thy holy child Jesus.” 

Acts 4:31, “And when they had prayed, the 

place was shaken where they were assembled 

together; and they were filled with the Holy 

Ghost, and they spake the word of God with 

boldness.” 

So these that had cloven tongues of fire resting 

upon them just days earlier, are now crying out 

to God for more. It may be safe to say they got a 

double dose of the Holy Ghost (street talk). 

“double portion” may be a better term for all us 

church folks. At this point I would have only 

recognized another filling, another drenching, of 

the Spirit, but in the following chapter we have 

these words coming from Peter to a man who 

decided to lie about some money. Maybe he was 

trying to fit in, or look big in the eyes of men, 

trying to be impressive. Here are Peter’s words: 

“You have not lied to men, but to God.” The 

man fell down dead, and a few verses later, so 

did his wife! Then a few verses later, we have 

people bringing the sick just so that Peter’s 

shadow could touch them and they would be 

healed. 

Now this kind of work was not even done by the 

Lord, or at least we are not told of it. According 

to the scriptures, the manifest presence of 

heaven was so much, that when Peter was in 

prison, an angel came in and set him free. In the 

two previous levels I noted that being a willing 

disciple seemed to qualify the first level. The 

second level required obedience to the word and 

commands of the Lord. So this, if it is actually 

another level, seems to require willingness to be 

persecuted, whipped or even killed. And that 

with a right attitude (they rejoiced that they 

were counted worthy to suffer for Christ’s 

name). 

So if you’ve read this far, you must be 

wondering, “What’s your point, man?” The 

point is simply this: if the apostles in the upper 

room could see by their circumstances that they 

needed more, if they who had cloven tongues of 

fire on their heads, they who spoke in tongues 

with no Biblical precedent, if they who were 

already working miracles and seeing a mighty 

move of God, had the wherewithal to cry out to 

God and say, “We need more,” then how much 

more do those of us who live in a land that has 

turned its back on God need the “signs and 

wonders” they cried out for back then, since we 

live in a seeing-is-believing society!!? 

Now is not the time to be satisfied! Now is not 

the time to kick back and be spiritually fat and 

eternally satisfied! Now is the time to stir 

ourselves up for God! Now is the time to ignite 

an appetite for the things of God. Now is the 

time to be so hungry and so thirsty for the King 

of the Kingdom that we are not willing to be 

satisfied with a drop or a trickle. It may be you 

that says, “Let it be known that the God who 

answers with fire, He is God.” Know that the 

Lord has raised you up for such a time as this! 

NOW faith is…” 

So be it.
