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On Prayer 40  
Self-centered Praying 

(Part Two)

Consider James 4:1-3: 

“Where do wars and fights come from among 
you? Do they not come from your desires for 

pleasure that war in your members? You lust 

and you do not have. You murder and covet and 
cannot obtain. You fight and war. Yet you do 

not have because you do not ask. You ask and 

you do not receive, because you ask amiss, that 
you may spend it on your pleasures.” 

Many people ask for things selfishly. They want 

their prayers answered for pleasure. They want 
the gimme list. God says, “No!” 

The hedonist asks, “What’s wrong with you, 

God? You won’t answer my prayers!” 

The Bible says, “Adulterers and adulteresses! 

Do you know that friendship with the world is 

enmity with God? Whoever therefore wants to 
be a friend of the world makes an enemy of God 

(James 4:4). 

Are you embracing the world’s standards? If 
you cling to promiscuity, immorality, 

masturbation, and all the X-rated, filthy stuff 

perpetrated in the world and then ask, “Why 
aren’t my prayers answered?” God will respond, 

“You are an adulterer – the world’s friend – and 

you have become my enemy.” 
Perhaps you had better pray that you will be a 

man or woman of God. Maybe you should ask 

God to make you pure and holy: “Lord, make 
me a blessing to someone; make me usable.” 

You are never too young, too old, or too 

anything to be a blessing. The prodigal son 
became a blessing the moment he arrived home. 

And as soon as you get back in the spirit, 

whether you are 15 or 75, you can be a blessing. 
Ps 106:13-15 says, “They soon forgot His 

works; they did not wait for his counsel, but 

lusted exceedingly in the wilderness, and tested 
God in the desert. And he gave them their 

request, but sent leanness into their soul.” 

This scripture proves that we can talk God into 
answering a prayer that is not best for us. They 

were screaming for quail, and God said, “I’ll 

give you quail.” If you read the context of the 
Old Testament (Num 11), you will find that 

quail was practically coming out of their 
nostrils. 

They forgot God’s works and refused to wait for 

his counsel. Instead of asking, “God, how 

should I pray?” they said, “Here I am to name 

and claim, God. You had better be my Santa 

Claus, or I won’t serve you. You may think you 
are God, but I’m going to tell you what you are 

going to give me – and how soon and how 

much.”  
That is just blasphemy! You cannot make God 

your errand boy or talk him into fulfilling your 

lust. You may get some quail – he gave the 
Israelites their request, but he also sent leanness 

upon them. 

We have been talking about prayer that moves 
away from selfishness and motivates God to 

make us what He wants us to be. Two Old 

Testament examples illustrate the nature and 
consequences of gimme-osis. 

Gen 30-31 tells the story of Jacob’s flight from 

his father-in-law, Laban. Jacob took his 
possessions, gathered his family, and left for his 

homeland. Rachel, his wife, secretly took the 

household gods from her father’s house and 

hid them in her saddlebags. Furious, Laban 

pursued Jacob and demanded his household 
gods back. Not knowing of Rachel’s sin, Jacob 

allowed Laban to search the entire group. 

Rachel managed to keep the idols from being 
discovered, but her gimme-osis helped to make 

the rift between her husband and her father even 

wider. Her selfishness also led to more sin, since 
she was forced to lie to her father and continue 

her hold on idols that God abhorred. 

Unwittingly and ironically, Jacob confessed 
Rachel’s death. He told Laban, “With 

whomever you find your gods, do not let him 

live.” (Gen 31:32) A few chapters later, Rachel 
gave birth to Benjamin, and Jacob’s words came 

true: she died giving birth. The curse he had 

pronounced came on the person he loved the 
most – his Rachel. 

Another example of the devastating effects of 

selfishness is seen in Joshua 7. After taking 

Yericho, Joshua took his army against the city 

of Ai. This time, however, Joshua’s army was 

defeated, and “The hearts of the people melted 
and became like water.” (Joshua 7:5) 

When Joshua fell before the Lord, cried out, and 
listened for an answer, the Lord said, “Get up! 

Why do you lie there on your face? Israel has 

sinned, and they have also transgressed my 
covenant which I commanded them. For they 

have even taken some of the accursed things, 

and have both stolen and deceived; and they 
have also put it among their own things. 

Therefore the children of Israel could not stand 

before their enemies, but turned their backs 
before their enemies, because they have become 

doomed to destruction. Neither will I be with 

you anymore, unless you destroy the accursed 
from among you.” (Josh 7:10-12) 

Joshua soon discovered that Achan, of the tribe 

of Y’hudah, had stolen from Yericho a 
“beautiful Babylonian garment, 200 shekels of 

silver, and a wedge of gold weighing 50 

shekels” (Josh 7:21). He had hidden the spoils 
in his tent in defiance of God’s command that 

nothing be taken from Yericho. Because of his 

sin, he and his family were stoned to death and 
cremated. 

The consequences of Achan’s gimme-osis were 

serious on several levels. He turned God against 
the entire nation and caused the defeat of the 

army and the deaths of many men. He 

jeopardized the success of Israel, for God said, 
“Neither will I be with you anymore, unless you 

destroy the accursed from among you.” Finally, 

he brought destruction on his entire family. His 

gimme-osis was destructive from beginning to 

end. 

Gimme-osis always creates problems and 
fosters sin. Ultimately it hinders prayer and 

brings about disaster.  

Do you have anything hidden in your saddle 
bags? Do you have anything hidden in the 

center of your heart? If you want to pray, pray 

until nothing hidden remains in your heart – 
articles or attitudes. You may disagree with how 

I defined worldliness earlier, so look at your 

own definition. What does today’s Christian 
look like when he is wearing a Babylonian 

garment? What is it that makes us of Babylon – 

the world system? 
Achan could not keep his hands off that wedge 

of gold. Money was on the top of his gimme list. 

He got it, hid it, and thought he was safe. He 
thought no one knew. But God knew! Achan 

needed to do some praying, not for a wedge of 

gold or for worldliness, but to be a man of God. 

If there is something hidden in your life that 

you would not want me or your best Christian 
friend to know about, to that extent you are a 

hypocrite. If you have a filthy VHS tape, 

pornography, or anything you would be 
ashamed to reveal publicly, you need to get off 

your camel and open your saddlebag. Destroy 

that accursed thing. It may be a bad attitude, 
hate, or bitterness. It could be anything. 

You need to pray until you are a Nathanael. 

When Yeshua saw Nathanael, he said, “Behold, 
an Israelite indeed, in whom is no guile!” (John 

1:41). “No guile” means no deceit, cunningness, 

craftiness, or double-heartedness. 
Pray until you can say, “As far as I know, I do 

not hate anybody or harbor any secret sin. 

Nothing is in my tent. I have destroyed every 
Babylonian garment.” 

The prodigal son says, “Give me my 

inheritance. I want it now.” The repentant son 

says, “Make me holy.” Selfish prayer causes 

people to leave the Father’s house. Prayer for 

holiness causes people to be holy. 
I have a challenge for you: be like that repentant 

prodigal son. Whatever your pigpen is – hate, 
pornography, selfish prayers, or anything else – 

why not leave it? Come to the end of yourself, 

and run home to Daddy. That is something to 
pray about! 

Pray with all your heart until you are back home 

wearing the robe, the ring, and the sandals, with 
joy in your heart. God is waiting. He is not 

angry with you. You can come home.

Sadly, leaders in churches are often the biggest 
part of the problem here. I have carefully used 

the WORD to establish this truth: Almighty God 

desires oneness among his devoted sons and 
daughters. Will you allow church leaders to 

dissuade you from doing the creator’s will in 

this? Please carefully and deliberately take time 
and objectively think about what I just asked. 

Are we followers of Christ or are we followers 

of men? Are we willing to substitute the 
traditions of men for the will of the Great 

Creator? This is a very serious spiritual 

question. Are we willing to substitute a form of 
godliness for obedience? Once we have come to 

the knowledge of the truth, we will give an 

account for it on the judgment day. What is 
more important than the law of love? Notice in 

Acts 5:27, “And when they had brought them, 

they sat them before the council: and the high 
priest asked them, saying, ‘did we not straightly 

command you that you should not teach in this 

name? And behold, you have filled Jerusalem 
with your doctrine, and intend to bring this 

man’s blood upon us.’ Then Peter and the other 

apostles answered and said, ‘We ought to obey  
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God rather than men.’” 

Understand from this passage that it is never ok 
to obey men out of fear of what they might say 

or do more than we awe and respect Almighty 

God. We will not give an account to men on the 
judgment day for our deeds, but we will give an 

account to the Great Creator. If and when one of 

your church leaders forbid you to promote unity 
among Christ’s devoted, let it be like water off a 

duck’s back. As I said before, do everything in 

your power not to cause strife, but continue to 
go about seeking restoration among Christ’s true 

followers. If one of these ministers gets up and

need to ask this question every morning: Who is 
Christ to you? Different people seek the Lord in

very different ways. Do not evaluate them. Do 
not over or underestimate them. Everybody can 

be hopeful. The world is hopeful. They call this 

optimism. Homosexuals hope, Muslims hope. 
Yeshua asked this question of the talmadim 

(disciples): Who do you say that I am? This is 

what makes us different. Many people who say 
they are Christians love their identity. You 

cannot be a white man and be a Christian. You 

cannot be a black man and be a Christian. You 
cannot be Hispanic and be a Christian. ‘I am 

black, but you are my brother.’ Paul did not 

maintain that ‘I am a Jew, but I am preaching to 
you anyway.’ The question is who are you? 

Who are you if you are not a Christian who 

belongs to Jesus Christ? If you are a Christian, 

you are already dead. Paul said, ‘To live is 

Christ and to die is gain.’ I try to live detached 

from the world. If you have not graduated from 
the world, you will never understand what is 

required by Jesus. In my church in South Korea, 

if they call you brother, they will give you all, 
and will give all for you. Until the white man 

takes the form of the black man and the black 

man takes the form of the white man, it is not 
going to change. 

“To be a Christian means to set it all down, and 
say, ‘Lord, what do you want to take from me?’ 

Like the people at Mt. Sinai, we don’t want to 

hear his voice; it’s too scary. I have been to 
Nigerian, Chinese, and Korean churches. They 

do not talk about love as much, or hug each 

other as much, but there is real love there. In 

most American churches they say love a lot and 

hug a lot, but they are loveless. Racism will not 

end in the U.S, but it should not be in the 
church. It must not affect us. (see pg 6)
