On Prayer 41

Prayer Language
(Part One)

In the early years of my walk with the Lord, |
knew the Bible spoke about “tongues.” I knew
they were real. As hokey as | thought most of it
was, | was never foolish enough to say tongues
was of the devil. In Mat 12:24, 31-32, The Lord
tells us that whomever blasphemes the Holy
Spirit will not be forgiven. | felt about it much
like many people today: “Why do I need it?
Will it do me any good?” We should be able to
give a sound, thought-out, scriptural answer to
that question.

When we say tongues, we are talking about the
Holy Spirit speaking through us a language that
we have never learned. It can be human or even
angelic.

On the day of Pentecost, about 14 language
groups were present when the Holy Ghost fell,
and the apostles preached the gospel in
languages they never learned (Act 2:1-13). But
preaching is not the only purpose of tongues. If
we read on in Acts, we see a totally different
situation at the house of Cornelius: “While Peter
was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit
fell upon all those who heard the word. And
those of the circumcision who believed were
astonished, as many as came with Peter, because
the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out
on the Gentiles also. For they heard them speak
with tongues and magnify God.” (Act 10:44-46)
In this passage, it was not the preacher who was
speaking in tongues, but the congregation, who
all had received salvation. The were the friends
of Cornelius, which probably means they were
all of the same language group. In Vg, they
were “magnifying God” in tongues. The gift of
tongues, in this case, was used for praise and
worship.

I Cor 14: 2 says, “For he who speaks in a tongue
does not speak to men, but to God, for no one
understands him; however, in the spirit he
speaks mysteries.”

Tongues is more than preaching or talking to
men; it’s a way to communicate with God, and
remember, prayer is to be communication. This
makes it very valuable.

Neither Satan nor any of his minions can
understand what we are praying when we pray
in tongues. If we pray in our own language, they
can hear and understand what we say. But the
only way devils can understand a God-given
language is if God gave them the interpretation.
He’s not about to do that, and I Cor 14:2 backs
this up.

Many years ago, a Roman Catholic Priest spoke
to our congregation. We had dinner before the
meeting, and since all of us had received the
Baptism of the Holy Spirit, my husband
suggested that we thank God in tongues for our
food.

When we began to bless the Lord in tongues,
there was a look of surprise on the face of this
priest. When we finished praying, he said, “I
understood what you were saying. | received
much of my seminary training in the Middle
East. You were speaking perfect Kesane. It is a
little known Middle Eastern language.”

After the meal, we prayed for the upcoming
service. As we knelt and began to pray in the
Spirit, the Lord again let me pray in the same
language. The priest quoted back the phrases
and explained them.

He said, “What you prayed was, ‘Oh Lord lift us
up into your prayer room, into the heavenly
places, and let us praise your holy name tonight
in the service.’

This happened again at church when we prayed
for people. One of our elders had a pain that
suggested a heart attack, and | placed my hand
on his shoulder and prayed for him. The eyes of
the priest opened wide, and he quoted back what
I had prayed to me: “Lord, heal his heart on the
inside and the outside.”

Next, we began praying for a lady. As | prayed
in tongues, | looked over at him, and he was
grinning. | said a few more phrases and quit.
Then he said, “Do you know what you said? It
was a Middle Eastern (Kesane) idiom meaning,
‘That’s really it, That’s what I want, or That’s
right on.” When you saw that | understood what
you were saying, you used that idiom.” This
experience testifies to the validity of tongues in
the present day.

Paul says in I Cor 13:1, “Though | speak in the
tongues of men and angels, but have not love, |
have become as sounding brass or a clanging
cymbal.”

This verse implies that we can move in the gifts
of the Spirit, and yet be out of order and out of
the love of God. We can pray in tongues
anytime we want to, but if we jump up in the
middle of a service, interrupting the preacher
with, “Mama siti boshunda,” we are out of
order. The tongue might still be real, but our
exercising of it would be from our own will, and
it would be unkind, rude, and not done out of
love.

Paul was speaking of the spiritual gifts in | Cor
12, and again in chapter 14. It was not a
digression in chapter 13 when he spoke about
love.

What applies to the gift of tongues also applies
to the other gifts. Suppose | discerned that a
person had a spirit of seduction, and |
announced it to everybody. That would not
manifest the love of God.

In 1 Cor 13:1-3, Paul mentions five gifts of the
Holy Ghost. He mentions tongues, prophecy,
the word of wisdom, understanding mysteries,
and the gift of faith. He uses the word “all” for
emphasis. “...understanding all mysteries and
all knowledge, and though | have all faith, so
that | could remove mountains, but | have not
love, I am nothing.”

How would you like to have your life add up t
nothing at the judgment? The love of God must
motivate everything we do if we want our lives
to amount to something.

A popular misconception is that the Bible
teaches that tongues is the least of the gifts.
Nowhere does the Bible say that. The gifts are
not necessarily listed in order of importance (I
Cor 12:28). Being the last on the list does not
demonstrate the value of the gift. In | Cor 13:13,
“And now abide faith, hope, love, these three;
but the greatest of these is love.” Love is listed
last, but it certainly is not least.

Spiritual gifts are like tools. For example, there
are many different types of saws: the chain saw,
circular saw, jigsaw, the two man saw, to name
a few. Which is best? The best one depends on
what is needed. If you have to cut down a tree,
you don’t want to use a jigsaw. The need
determines the best tool.

If someone has a demon, discernment of spirits
is the best. For someone who is sick, the gift of
healing is best. If someone needs direction for
their life, the word of wisdom is best. But if we
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want to worship God, the gift of tongues is
best. It is an insult to God to say that worship is
least. To God, worship and praise are
somewhere on top of the list because the Bible
says, “The Father is seeking such to worship
him” (John 4:23).

Besides praise and worship, tongues is used for
prayer. I Cor 14:14 says, “If | pray in a tongue,
my spirit prays, but my understanding is
unfruitful.” Most people misquote this verse, but
the verb Paul uses is “pray,” not “speak.”

We are created in the image of God, and like
God, we are three-fold beings — mind, body, and
spirit. When we pray in tongues, it is not usually
our mind that is praying, but our spirit. Until we
receive the baptism in the Holy Ghost and pray
in tongues, the deepest part of us, our spirit, has
never fully praised God.

Psychology is based on the false assumption
that the mind is the center of a person. But the
bible says we have something far deeper than
our intellect — our spirit.

It is easy to indentify with this because all of us
have been hurt in our spirit at one time or
another. Someone acted like they loved us and
then stabbed us in the back. The wound goes
deeper than our mind; it goes into our spirit.
Isaiah prophesied that the Messiah would come
to “heal the brokenhearted... ... to give them...
...the garment of praise for the spirit of
heaviness” (Is 61:1-3). In other words, Yeshua
came to heal us deep in our spirit and “set at
liberty them that are downtrodden” (Luke 4:18).
He is talking about being downtrodden in our
spirit.

We send our children to school to train their
minds at age 5, producing a civilization directed
and governed by minds. Then someone says,
“You can pray with something deeper than your
brain — You have a spirit.”

Some people find that very hard to accept. But
how much praise can we think of with our
minds? I don’t think anyone can come up with
more than 15 or 20 phrases. If we will enter into
the spirit and praise him in tongues, we won’t
have to go through our limited mental capacity.
Yeshua said of the believer, “Whoever puts his
trust in me, as the scripture says, rivers of living
water will flow from his inmost being” (John
7:38 Jewish New Testament). The Holy Spirit
unites with our human spirit, creating a river of
worship or intercession that flows out of us.
Most of us know God from our chin up. With
the baptism of the Holy Ghost, our spirit is
released to worship God fully.

We all
have our strengths and weaknesses, and we are
all supposed to be growing and maturing in
Christ, and most of us need to apologize for
words or actions from time to time, including
ministers. In II Tim 3:16 read, “All scripture is
given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for
doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for
instruction in righteousness.” Did you get that?
The scriptures are profitable for reproof. It is
reasonable and right to reprove sectarianism. It
is righteous to promote unity, and in a holy way
to resist denomination, but as another passage
says, we are to speak the truth in love. In | Tim
5:1 it says, “Rebuke not an elder, but entreat
him as a father. The word rebuke means to
chastise, upbraid, or reprove, and the word
entreat means to call near, invite, or give
exhortation. Do you see the difference? A
minister of a church is not to be railed upon.
This is mistreating someone that Almighty God
has placed in a position of authority in his
church. When we need to entreat an elder, we
must do it in kindness. It is ok to be very firm
with him, but it must be dome in kindness. If he
is a mature and wise leader, he will listen to a
kind entreaty. If he is not a mature shepherd, he
will very likely rebuke you and act like you
have no business questioning his judgment. He
will quite possibly treat you rudely and warn
others to keep an eye on you or even stay away
from you, and such a minister will bear his own
judgment on this matter from Almighty God.
Trust me when | say that the Almighty does not
appreciate his shepherds needlessly smiting his
sheep with the cane. You just make sure that
you keep the mind and spirit of Christ in all
your endeavors to bring about unity in Christ’s
church. I have entreated a minister before, and
not unkindly, only to have him treat me rudely,
dismissing what | had to say, as if the Almighty
could not, or would not, have me talk to him
about the subject. So just know that this does
happen. | did not let it prevent me from doing
what the Almighty has called me to do. It is
high time that we enjoin our adversary the devil
to reverse his division of the body of Christ.

“We have spoken about what unity is. We also
need to know what unity is not. Unity is not
going along to get along with everyone. Unity is
not speaking or preaching your own doctrine,
nor a doctrine to start a movement, nor a
resolution when it goes against the truth — God’s
written word.

“The truth will make you free. Free from what?
Free from lies, deception, the devil? If you hate
your brother, eternal life does not abide in you.
If that is me, no matter what | believe, | will be
going to hell. Eternal life? In John 17:3, Yeshua
says what eternal life is. ‘Good master, what
must [ do to inherit eternal life?” The wealthy
you man asked Yeshua. Jesus said, ‘and this is
eternal life, that they may know you.” We can
get to know Yeshua. It is a problem that the
church does not know the Father or the Son. We
think we know, but if we do not know the word,
we do not know. We think love is just saying, ‘I
love you.” In John 17:8, Jesus said he had given
them God’s word. We all have God’s word. If
God destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah and half
the tribe of Benjamin for homosexual acts, what
do you think he is going to do here? The world
can keep every commandment and not know
God and they will still go to hell.

“In Rom 13:10, Paul says, ‘Love works no evil
toward his neighbor.” Paul was not speaking to
the world, but to the church. Put on Jesus Christ,
the robe of righteousness. Make no excuses to
serve the flesh. The Bible says all
unrighteousness is sin. Do not put a stumbling
block before your brother. If you are following
Jesus, you might stumble, but you won’t say,
‘I’ve fallen and I can’t get up. There are many
people in church, but church is not in them.
They are going for some kind of high, just like a
drug house.

“Judgment begins in the house of God. He that
saves a sinner shall save a soul from death.
Come out from among them, my sons and
daughters. You can change the outside, but
shoot for the heart.”

Celebrating Abigail’s birthday
dropped. Thirty three years is the same amount
of time from the birth until the resurrection of



the Lord. About 30 years after Paul’s epistle to
the church at Ephesus, John heard Jesus say that
that same church had forsaken their first love.
Forsaking is a choice. In 33 years Newsweek
went from 1982 to blasting the Bible. The truth
matters. If my conclusions are true, others will
come to the same conclusions. Conclusion: you
cannot separate the Bible from the United
States. The U. S. was founded primarily by
English-speaking people, therefore, we have the
English Bible. Around AD 400, the whole Bible
was canonized into Latin — the Vulgate. No one
was allowed to read it by the Roman church,
which did not matter at first because so few
could read.

“When God sees and issue, he sends a man.
John Wycliffe said that Moses heard God in his
own language, so Englishmen should be able to
read the word of God in their own language. He
began translating the Bible into English and
organized religion became very upset. He died
before he could be persecuted, but the church
people dug up his bones, burned them, threw
them in the river, which ran into the ocean. The
legend is that they unknowingly disseminated
the word to the rest of the world.

“John Huss lived in the 15" century, and in
those days, the church made the laws and the
state enforced them. He translated Bibles. He
was tried, found guilty, and burned at the stake
for heresy. The fire burned through his ropes,
but he did not run, although he could have. He
cried out from the flames, ‘My cry for reform,
you may silence, but in a hundred years, one is
coming that you will not be able to silence. On
31 Oct 1517, 102 years to the day, Martin
Luther began the Reformation. Two of the
cornerstones of the 95 theses were first, ‘The
Just shall live by faith,” and second, ‘The
priesthood of all believers.” This shook the
religious because then my value to God is the
same whether | am rich or poor, and | am equal
to all others, including the priesthood.

“The Reformation sowed the seeds of
individualism — ‘For God so loved the world...’
but also God so loved Joseph or Greg. The
phrase ‘For the greater good’ is a communist
thing from Karl Marx, but the Bible teaches that
each person has infinite value to an infinite
God. So the rights of the individual cannot be
ignored. Those on the Mayflower believed that
America was to Christians what Israel is to
Jews. This fact is proven by the Mayflower
Compact written in 1620. Today public schools
do not want students to read this document
because it states that the formation of America
is “for the glory of God and the advancement of
the Christian faith.’

“In the early 18" century, the colonies had
become godless. Sin began to pollute the
colonies in the 1730s. God raised up men like
Jonathan Edwards, who preached the famous
sermon Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God.
Word of this spread, and with it, revival. There
came men like John and Charles Wesley and
George Whitfield, who stressed Luke 15: the
individual.

“As the British Empire continued to tramp on
the rights of the American colonists, ultimately,
the Declaration of Independence was brought
about. The Americans stressed the rights of the
people because men have equal value. In the
1770s there was the Black Robed Regiment.
There was no social media then. One pastor
preached out of Ecclesiastes: There is a time for
everything — a time for peace and a time for

war. He took off his black robe to reveal the
uniform of a colonel in the Continental Army.
He led 300 men that day to join George
Washington.

“In 1781, two years before the end of the
revolution, Congress approved the money to
have Bibles placed in all the schools. In 1783,
America became a free nation and was forever
tied to this book. The more it was taught and
received, the greater our nation became. Now
the more it is ridiculed or ignored, the more
trouble is generated for this nation. In 1982,
even a secular magazine could see it, but |
would not pay 2 cents for a Newsweek today.”
