Prayer Language

(Part Three)

Whenever the Bible uses the phrase, “praying in
the spirit,” it is talking about the spirit within us
praying. The Holy Spirit intercedes for us,
helping us when we don’t know what to pray:
Likewise the Spirit also helps in our
weaknesses. For we do not know what we
should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit
himself makes intercession for us with groaning
which cannot be uttered. Now He who searches
the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is,
because he makes intercession for the saints
according to the will of God. (Rom 8:26-27)
The Holy Spirit knows what to pray for in each
situation. How much do we understand about
somebody else’s needs or problems? To be able
to let the Holy Spirit intercede through us is a
tremendous advantage.
A man in our church prepared to pray before
bed one evening. He began praying for people
in his prayer language. He began praying for
another man in our church, who was suspected
by physicians of having prostate cancer. As he
began to pray, a completely different language
proceeded form his mouth. It was clearly not his
regular prayer language.
The following day the man being prayed for
showed up at the hospital to be tested for
prostate cancer. When the nurse asked him if he
was nervous, he replied that he had no reason to
be nervous because he knew he had no such
cancer. Upon the completion of the test, he
found that he, indeed, had no cancer.
A woman in our church was washing her dishes
one morning when the Spirit of God came upon
her. She began praying in tongues in an entirely
different language than her wusual prayer
language. She felt such a strong urge to pray
that she left the Kkitchen, knelt down and
travailed in prayer for 150r 20 minutes. The new
language was so strange that she asked the Lord
what it was. The Lord shared with her that the
language was Swahili, an African tongue.
Deeply impressed by the intense intercession,
she wrote down the time that it occurred.
About three weeks later, a Christian family she
knew told her of a missionary to Africa they
were both acquainted with. This woman
missionary had been flown to Miami with
serious breast cancer. Comparing dates and time
differences between America and the area of
Africa the missionary had been in, they realized
that the exact hour the missionary was boarding
the airplane in critical condition, the Spirit
impressed our sister to pray. The Missionary
was healed and returned to Africa.
We are told in Eph 6:18 to pray “in the spirit,
being watchful... ... for all the saints.” As we
intercede, we must watch for what God will
show us.
While praying in the spirit, sometimes we’ll see
mental pictures of people. This is how we
receive discernment of spirits, words of wisdom,
and words of wisdom. We find out what is
going on by this tool of the Holy Spirit.
Tongues is the gateway to operating and
moving in the other gifts of the Spirit. We are
in the flow of God, and he can show us what he
is doing.
One morning while | was praying in the spirit, a
mental picture of one of the teenagers in our
church came to me. She was wearing a beautiful

red dress. A neighbor girl walked up to her and
joked about the baptism of the Holy Spirit and
speaking in tongues. The girl from our church
laughed along with her. When she did, a rip
showed up in her red dress. She sewed it up, but
I could still see the shape of the rip.

I asked the Lord what it meant. He said, “That
beautiful dress represents her witness. When she
laughed along at the things of God, she rent her
testimony. Although she sewed it up, that will
always affect her witness to her neighbor.”

That evening I went over to the teenager’s house
to talk to her. I told her what | saw and asked
her if this had happened or was going to happen.
Tears began to run down her cheeks. The night
before, exactly what God showed me had
happened. She felt sorry about it. Evidently, this
incident offended the Holy Spirit so deeply that
he wanted her to repent and ask Jesus to forgive
her, which she did.

Tongues is a supernatural way to pray for
people — for salvation or deliverance. The Holy
Spirit needs someone to intercede through. He
needs someone to pray and battle in heavenly
places. When we intercede in tongues, we are
coming against all the powers of Satan and
breaking down strongholds. Pray in tongues
constantly.

Notice in Dan 11:35, “And some of them of
understanding shall fall, to try them, and to
purge, and to make them white, even to the time
of the end. Very difficult times cleanse or
sanctify.

It was outside and was a very tall
platform. There seemed to be a very large
crowd, but | could only make out part of them.

When | woke up, | realized that the word
“talisman” is a word that I may have only seen
or heard. | think its a book by Stephen King, but
I've never read it and do not know what it means
and certainly have never spoken that word to my
knowledge.

“Ps 138:2 says, ‘I will worship toward your holy
temple, and praise your name for your
lovingkindness and your truth.” Sometimes
people give praise to the devil: ‘The devil did
this to me, the devil did that, he took this and
that. 1 must enter His gates with thanksgiving,
and His courts with praise. | will praise him
when I feel like it and when I don’t feel like it.
When my body is wracked with pain, I will find
a way to praise him. | will read his word — that
is a praise. He is worthy to be praised. When the
praises go up, the blessings come down.

“Let everything that has breath praise him. You
have breath. If you are cheating on God, if you
have somebody on the side, you have a problem.
He is a jealous God. How can you love God and
not love people? There are benefits to praising
him. | have died 12 times and been brought
back. After all I’ve been through, he never gave
up on me.

“I don’t wait until church to praise him. If I
wake up at 3 am, | praise him. People might
think you are nobody, but God knows you are
somebody. Don’t let anyone feel like they can
MOP you. They did not Make you, they don’t
Own you, they did not Purchase you. M.O.P!
Only Jesus can MOP you.”

right things, using all the right formulas.
Wonderful works here also means miracles.
They are performing miracles in the name of
Christ. They are using Gods Word in such a way
that it is actually working for them and they
look like the real deal. Then the Lord took me to
another scripture:
Mat 6:5 And when thou prayest, thou shalt not
be as the hypocrites are: for they love to pray
standing in the synagogues and in the corners of
the streets, that they may be seen of men. Verily
| say unto you, they have their reward.
Mat 6:6 But thou, when thou prayest, enter into
thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door,
pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy
Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee
openly.
Mat 6:7 But when ye pray, use not vain
repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that
they shall be heard for their much speaking.
Mat 6:8 Be not ye therefore like unto them: for
your Father knoweth what things ye have need
of, before ye ask him.
Mat 6:9 After this manner therefore pray ye:
Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be
thy name.
Mat 6:10 Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done
in earth, as it is in heaven.

The disciples, in their day, were surrounded by
people who prayed. The Pharisees prayed. The
Sadducees prayed. The pagans prayed. The
Gentiles prayed. Some prayed only to be seen
and it brought them favor in that day - talisman .
Some used repetitions, repeating even scriptures
over and over in order to accomplish their own
will, to gain favor, to gain riches, to gain for
themselves treasure here on earth.

Jesus told the disciples, “don't pray like these
other folks. When you pray, do it in sincerity
with no thought of what mans opinion is.” Then
he warned not to use repetitions, to repeat things
over and over like that would cause God to
notice them. Jesus said, “when you pray, say
'Father who is in Heaven.”” He was saying,
“you engage God when you pray.” Then He told
them to engage with the Kingdom of God as
their highest concern. Then, engage with the
will of God as the highest order of business. Let
it be complete and total surrender, complete and
total abandon from the things that hold our
esteem here on earth.

What | began to see was a difference and that a
huge difference. Many times | have prayed
prayers like the prayer of Jabez, desiring that |
prosper. Yet | did not enquire of God His will in
the matter. | was just seeking more for me, more
for my purpose, more for my kingdom, more for
my self. As | sat in my closet with God, |
realized that, not only have | uttered prayers
from God’s Word, prayers that seemed to line
up with God’s Word, | realized that | am as
guilty as any man could be for doing such things
with my own kingdom of self in mind.

| reeled at the conclusion that | was coming to.
Not only is the name “Christian” being used as a
talisman, as a good luck charm that wards off
bad stuff for its owner, but so is God’s holy
Word! It has been used by me as a means of
gain, and it is undoubtedly being used by others.
In holy horror | sat alone in the early morning
hours, realizing the implications of what this
means. If this word is true, then when we pray
Gods word according to our will, with no
engagement from Him and His Will, a passing
presumption, then we are practicing witchcraft!

I could take the closet no more and exited,
saying to the Lord, “Lord, | can not levy a
charge like that, and | can not preach that
without proof. | must have proof, Lord, other
than my own conclusions, no matter how
sincere | believe them to be, and no matter how
much I believe you led me to them.”

Within 10 seconds after beginning research, |
had pulled up a site on the computer. It was a
site not done by Christians but by new agers and
necromancers. Then | pulled up another about
witch craft and another.

What | found was this:

The Bible is one of the most used books by
witches and warlocks to cast spells. It is
considered the most powerful of all “conjuring
books” by most seasoned conjurers. It is
predominately preferred by most conjurers over
the book of shadows, over the book of
necromnicon, and over the satanic bible itself.
The reason that the Word of God is preferred
more is for one simple reason: It works. These
demon inspired enchanters recite Gods Word
over and over in order to cast spells to gain
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favor, to gain position, to gain authority and to
gain sexual favors. | found spells that are used
and recommended right from the Song of
Solomon that will supposedly cause a woman to
become sexual with a man. The more |
researched the more | understood.

“Warn my people that they are wearing the
name 'Christian' as though it were a talisman.”
God’s Word is no good luck charm. The Bible
isn't our rabbit’s foot to ward off evil spirits and
make us glimmer and shine to the world. Instead
we are warned: “If they hated me, they will also
hate you” and “If they persecuted me they will
persecute you.”

I must simply shed this self-serving idea of God.
Jesus modeled for us in Gethsemane what it
means to glorify God by life or by death when
He prayed “ not my will but thine.” If [ am
only willing to reign with Him and | am not
willing to lay down my life, then I will by no
means reign. Even Paul and Silas counted it joy
to suffer.  Martyr after martyr throughout
history has counted the cause of Christ worth
the cost of death if necessary.

We must shed the talisman and commit to
glorifying God in word, in action, in deed and in
our own hearts. We must shed the god of self
that has vexed us in our generation, and be
willing to be whatever His desire is for us to be.
If He wills that we prosper, then His will. If He
wills that we pray “give us this day our daily
bread” as much of the world has to just to be
fed, then His will.

If we refuse now to look in our own hearts and
root out the god of self, the idol of our own will,
the image of god that we create as our lucky
charm, then how do we know its not going to be
us standing there saying “but Lord, didn't we
use your word the way we thought it would
make us the most gain?”

If we, on the other hand, will crucify this selfish
ambition that has vexed us, then we may be the
generation of which Jesus said “they will do
greater works than these.” We want our
shadows to heal the sick like Peters Shadow but
Peter knew full well that he was going to die a
martyr and was willing. Paul did all sorts of
miracles but Paul was also dead to self and
ambition. The way to live is to die. The way to
achieve the most for God is to put our entire
lives in His hand, and that to no certain end but
to an eternal end of glorious proportions.

It is not those who hang around the cross, but
those who climb up on the cross that God wants.
Paul said himself ( Gal 2:20), “I am crucified
with Christ, nevertheless | live, yet not | but
Christ lives within me and this life | live in the
flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God who
loved me and gave himself for me.”

The Lord asks now, “Who will take his cross
and follow me?”
