Praying for Your City

(Part one)
When Nebuchadnezzar carried many Israelites into
captivity in Babylon, the prophet Jeremiah wrote to
the exiled Hebrews, encouraging them to treat the
city as if it were their own:
“Thus says the Lord of hosts, the God of Israel, to
all who were carried away captive, who | have
caused to be carried away from Jerusalem to
Babylon:
‘Build houses and dwell in them; plant gardens and
eat their fruit. Take wives and beget sons and
daughters; and take wives for your sons and give
your daughters to husbands, so that they may bear
sons and daughters — that you may be increased
there, and not diminished. And seek the peace of
the city where | have caused you to be carried away
captive, and pray to the Lord for it; for in its peace
you will have peace™ (Jer 29:4-7 NKJV).
The Israelites to whom this letter was written were
living in a city against their will. Maybe you are
living in a city against your will. You may have
been transferred because of employment, feeling as
if you have been exiled. Then again, you may love
your area.
Then in V7 he told the people to seek the welfare of
the city and pray to the Lord on its behalf. The New
King James says, “seek the peace of the city.” You
may never have prayed for your city or its
government, council, or school boards. Pray for
your city. If you can get God’s blessing on every
aspect of your city, you will partake of the blessing
because your welfare is associated with welfare
of that city.
In Jer 29:11 the Lord says, “I have... ... plans for
welfare and not for calamity to give you a future
and a hope” (NASB). Claim that verse. You may
not be living where you would like to live. But the
Bible teaches that finding God in your situation is
the key to victory and happiness. You can count on
God because, when you call on him, and pray to
him, you will find him. (see V12.13) God can make
any place livable, but you must find him in the
situation.

The Ten Tribes

EZEKIEL’S TWO STICKS

Just before Ezekiel describes the battle of
Armageddon in the 38™ and 39" chapters of his
book, he tells of the restoration of the Jews to the
Holy Land in the vision of the “dry bones.” Noting
the context, these dry-bones were fulfilled in Israel
in 1948.

Ezekiel 37:11-12 Son of man, these bones are the
whole house of Israel: behold, they say, Our bones
are dried, and our hope is lost: we are cut off for
our parts... ...Therefore prophesy and say unto
them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, O my
people, 1 will open your graves, and cause you to
come up out of your graves, and bring you into the
land of Israel.

Armageddon follows closely at the heels of this
prophecy. How soon will that battle be? End-time
pundits notwithstanding, Scripture doesn’t seem to
say. However, because of where we are in history,
we can now cross-reference those dry-bones with
one of Daniel’s final prophecies and get a time pin:
Daniel 12:1-2, “And at that time shall Michael
stand up, the great prince which standeth for the
children of thy people: and there shall be a time of
trouble, such as never was since there was a nation,
even to that same time: and at that time thy people
shall be delivered, every one that shall be found
written in the book. And many of them that sleep in
the dust of the earth shall awake, some to
everlasting life, and some to shame and ever-lasting
contempt.

As the Lord put flesh on the dry-bones lying in
their graves (Ez 37:11), so those who slept in the
dust awoke, to be restored to the holy land (Dan
12:1-2). It is the same event, different figurative
language. As an interesting side note, God tells us
that all who came to life (returned to Israel) would
not be believers. However, despite their spiritual
condition, the Lord is assembling the forces that are
going to take a stand for Him in the final battle:
Ezekiel 37:16, “Moreover, thou son of man, take
thee one stick, and write upon it, For Judah, and for
the children of Israel his companions: then take
another stick, and write upon it, For Joseph, the
stick of Ephraim and for all the house of Israel his
companions.”

All agree that the above is an end-time vision.
Simply stated, Ephraim and the ten northern tribes
are one stick, while Judah (the Jews) is the other.
As we look about us now, something wonderful is
happening to both the Jews and the ten lost tribes,
something we have been waiting to see for 2700
years:

Isaiah 11:13, “The envy also of Ephraim shall
depart, and the adversaries of Judah shall be cut
off: Ephraim shall not envy Judah, and Judah shall
not vex Ephraim.”

Before the end, the Lord will take the stick of
Ephraim, now in the true Church, and unite it with
the stick of Judah, and we will be one stick in
God’s hand.

Ezekiel 37:19, “Say unto them, Thus saith the Lord
GOD; Behold, I will take the stick of Joseph, which
is in the hand of Ephraim, and the tribes of Israel
his fellows, and will put them with him, even with
the stick of Judah, and make them one stick, and
they shall be one in mine hand.

It appears that God plans to make one stick (one
people) of Israel and Judah again. He is going to
heal the division between them and draw them
together. Within this generation, the Christians will
be united with the Jewish people, and we will be
one people again — the Israel of God. Are we up to
the task ahead? Of course not, but now that our
hearts can be opened to who Ephraim and Judah
are, we can just begin to see what our end-time
roles will be:

Zechariah 9:13, “When | have bent Judah for me,
filled the bow with Ephraim, and raised up thy
sons, O Zion, against thy sons, O Greece, and made
thee as the sword of a mighty man.”

Judah, now back in the holy land, will have only
one true ally: Ephraim and the Gentile church. We
are the only candidate left in the world for the title
of “the stick of Joseph.” The days when the United
States was a trustworthy ally to Israel are swiftly
passing, as our governmental leaders bend to the
wishes of the Palestinian Muslims and dip Old
Glory into the inescapable tar-pit of Islamic oil.
There is only a remnant of the real Church left in
any western land now. As scripture opens before
us, we can see that the remnant may be from the
lost tribes of Israel, whom Satan has always hated
(Rev 12:17). Don’t be lulled to sleep, folks. If the
Lord doesn’t provide a way of escape, physical
persecution is close at hand for Christians
everywhere:

Revelation 12:11-12, “And they overcame him by
the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their
testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the
death.

Woe to the 2nhibiters of the earth
and of the sea! For the devil is come down unto
you, having great wrath, because he knoweth that
he hath but a short time.”

In those
years, the new nation of Israel was born and the
City of Jerusalem was captured by Israel during the
6 day war. We are now in the end-times, the final
generation, and God is assembling his forces for
the hour of trial (Rev 3:10) and the battle of
Armageddon.

Be Angry but Sin Not

(Part Three)

What | want to do now is to start dealing with some
of the objections. It is sad to say that most of the
objections against healing come from the church.
Unbelievers may not be really seeking God. They
may not think a lot about God, but they are not
really resistant. Frequently, it is easier to minister
healing to people who are not saved than it is to
minister healing to people who are saved. True,
sometimes the non-believer won’t let you pray
healing for him, but when they do, it is often easier
for them to receive healing. Many people who are
saved have also been taught wrong doctrine, that
sometimes God is the one who has put this thing on
them. As Jesus said in Mark 7:13, “Your traditions
make the word of God of none effect”. It is
religious tradition, which has taken people’s faith

away from healing.

One of the things, which is a major obstacle, and
promotes the wrong-thinking that God is the one
who has put this thing on them, is the interpretation
of Paul’s teaching about his “thorn in the flesh,” (1
Cor 12:7-9) which | will address in momentarily.
Nevertheless, these traditions and doctrines of men
are so ingrained in our thinking that you cannot
even mention Paul’s thorn in the flesh, without
people immediately beginning to think the wrong
things about it. It is going to take me a little while
to counter this and come against it. Anyhow | will
be teaching on that shortly, and | think it will really
help you.

The scripture says in Revelation 12:11 that they
overcome the devil by the blood of the Lamb and
the word of their testimony. Testimonies show that
these things are happening today, that God is still
alive today. When we hear the large number of
doctor-certified testimonies, we are either going to
accept the truth of the testimonies, or we are going
to bury our heads in the sand and suggest that the
doctors and the patients are lying.

Again | say, the church, by and large, or Christians
in general, have rejected healing. Although most

Christians believe that God can heal, and even
sometimes that people do get healed; although we
may accept healing on a random basis, to come out
with the statement that healing is in God’s will for
you, that it is part of the atonement, is not just for
some people, it is for every person. As a whole, the
body of Christ would reject that. Now, when | say
the body of Christ, there are churches that are doing
a marvelous job, but a large segment of the church
is falling short in this area. A powerful verse along
those lines — that God wants everybody well —is 11
John 2, “Beloved, | wish above all things that thou
mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul
prospereth.”

The text says, “I wish above all things — not some
things, but all things, that you might prosper and be
in good health.” That is not the attitude of the basic
Christian today. Instead, they have actually
embraced sickness, thinking that, in some cases, it
is something good that God has sent or allows.
Now, I will address the churches’ misinterpretation
of Paul’s teaching about his thorn in the flesh,
which kills the faith of many. | do not believe that
the Bible teaches that God gave Paul some eye
problem, and that God would not heal Paul because
God wanted Paul to stay sick in order to humble
him. Therefore, we conclude that, God sometimes
puts sickness on us, or allows sickness on us, in
order to teach us something. This is the traditional
religious interpretation. | believe that the reason
why people teach that is because it is a convenient
theology. You have to want to believe it to find it in
scripture, because the scripture makes it very clear
that Paul’s thorn in the flesh was not from God,
rather it was a messenger of Satan. Sickness and
disease are tools of the devil. God does not have to
use the tools of the devil to teach us. He uses his
word. The devil meant it for evil, but God used it
for good. You don’t have to keep banging your
head against the wall to learn that banging your
head against the wall is not a good thing to do. God
uses his word to teach us. He doesn’t need you to
bang your head against the wall. He allows you to
bang your head against the wall. Just like God
allows people to reject Jesus. Yet, he wants all men
to be saved.

Let me first say this: If you did not already have a
bias and prejudice, about the interpretation of
Paul’s thorn in the flesh — If this had not been
taught against so much — | do not believe that
people could get from these scriptures what religion
has taught. Nevertheless, once it is taught, and once
it is mentioned over and over, one cannot even
mention Paul’s thorn in the flush without people
getting this misconception.

Turn with me to 1l Cor 12:6-10. You will have to
be looking at this, as | am dissecting it, in order to
believe that | am not misinterpreting what | am
reading.

“For though | would desire to glory, | shall not be a
fool; for I will say the truth: but now I forbear, lest
any man should think of me above that which he
seeth me to be, or that he heareth of me. And lest |
should be exalted above measure through the
abundance of the revelations, there was given to me
a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to
buffet me, lest | should be exalted above measure.
For this thing | besought the Lord thrice, that it
might depart from me. And he said unto me, My
grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will |
rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of
Christ may rest upon me. Therefore | take pleasure
in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in
persecutions, in distresses for Christ’s sake: for
when | am weak, then am | strong.”

Let us take a moment to examine each verse of Il
Cor 12:6-10. Please bear with me for a moment.
Going through the text using a verse-by-verse
analysis, | will probably repeat some things that |
have already said. Nevertheless, (see pg 4)

human nature to separate into groups of people that
are like ourselves.

A man once had a vision, and in this vision, he was
in a prison yard. He saw everyone in the yard
separated into groups. All the older white men were
in a single group. All the middle-aged white men
were in another group.

On the WBCA website, Battlefieldnews.net, we see
eight tenets that everyone in the alliance agrees
upon. These are the only things we need to agree
on:

1: Humans are born with a sin nature. All have
sinned and are deserving of eternal damnation,
unfit for heaven.

2: Yeshua Jesus is the Messiah, the spotless Lamb
of God and is in fact, God.

3: Messiah was conceived by the Holy Spirit and
born of a virgin (Miryam or Mary).

4: Messiah died on the cross for your sins and
mine.

5: Almighty God the Father raised him from the
dead on the third day.

6: Messiah will return for his bride, the church, at
the appointed time of the Heavenly Father.

7: The Holy Bible is completely trustworthy, for it
is inspired by the Holy Spirit Himself.



8: Blatant sin is intolerable and the church must
never tolerate it among its own.

These we all agree on, and as long as a believer
agrees with these tenets, whether we worship the
same way, baptize the same way, pray the same
way, whether he speaks in tongues or not, whether
or not he understands about the five-fold ministry
or not, he is my brother in Christ, and I will give
my life for him if need be.

I will not quibble with any of my brothers and
sisters in Christ over doctrinal issues. They do not
believe exactly as | do — almost none of them, but
my God is their God and he loves them the same
way he loves me.

People, it is time to do the work. It is time to stop
talking about it and do it. It is time to get up and
show up. It is time to pray as we have never prayed
before. The prince of this world is coming. Let us
all be able to say as Jesus said in John 14:30, ‘He
has nothing in me.” Do not let the enemy look at
you and see anything of himself, but only of the
Lord.”

Often times when | teach, | use what might be
referred to as, shock therapy. | paint myself into
such a corner, that people begin to pay really close
attention to see how | am going to get myself out.
This is me crawling out of the corner, and this is
you paying really close attention and, as James
Brown might have said, and watching me do God’s
thing. (Speaking in tongues — And don’t forbid
them to speak).
Let Us Look At Il Cor 12:6, “For though | would
desire to glory, | shall not be a fool; for I will say the
truth: but now | forbear, lest any man should think of
me above that which he seeth me to be, or that he
heareth of me.”
Paul had just stated that the only thing he would glory
in was the sufferings he had endured for Christ. Here,
he was saying, “Even if | wanted to boast about my
accomplishments, | would not be lying or exaggerating
like a fool. Everything | would brag about would be the
truth.” Paul could have silenced all his critics with his
credentials, but he refused to do so, lest someone think
too highly of him.
Paul wanted the Corinthians to respect him and
acknowledge his apostolic authority, but he didn’t want
them to worship him. Paul’s desire was not to draw
attention to himself; rather, his ultimate goal was that
Christ should be glorified.

The anointing is not a mysterious power entering a
service and breaking yokes. It is to set people apart
to flow in a certain assignment. The holy Spirit will
execute the mandate.
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“What is it about the anointing that will destroy
yokes? The people in captivity in Assyria (Assyria
means success and greatness) were intimidated and
humiliated into the life in Assyria. Is 10:27 says,
‘And the yoke will be destroyed by the anointing
oil.” It means destroyed because your neck will be
so fat that it breaks the yoke. Your neck will grow
so large and muscular from the spiritual yoke of the
Lord, that it will destroy the yoke. Don’t be
overcome by the success of others. He had decreed
a certain purpose for your life. The moment you try
to step into another anointing, you fail.

The anointed one: there is only one anointed one:
Jesus. That is why he said in Mat 16, “Who do
people say that I am? Who do you say that | am?
Shim’on said, ‘You are the Messiah, the son of the
Living God.” You are the anointed one. Jesus told
him flesh and blood did not reveal this to you, but
my Father, who is in heaven. This can only be seen
with the Holy Spirit. He was no longer Shim’on,
but Petros — a small rock. Upon this petra (huge
rock) | will build my church.

Jesus will see that the gates of Hades never
overcome the church. Every single one of us is a
petros, a little rock. Whatever is bound in heaven,
you will bind on earth. Whatever is loosed in
heaven, you will loose on earth.

“Is 6171-3, the moment | flow in this, the Holy
Spirit is upon me, entitling me and empowering me
to do what God called me to do. We are not called
to preach sin, but forgiveness of sin.

“In Luke 4, Jesus was led to be tested by the devil.
He came out in the power of the Spirit. He went
into the synagogue and read from the scroll of
Isaiah seen in Like 4:18-19. He closed the book and
said, ‘Today this scripture is fulfilled in your
hearing.” He came to set the captives free. That is
the anointing.

We will do the same and even greater works. Jesus
never told us to pray for the dead, but to raise the
dead.

The
Greek is Nah-oss, the holy of holies, separated
apart by God. The moment we step out in it, he
makes everything tangible.

“I John 2:20, “You know all things.” The moment
you tap into the anointed one and his anointing, you
have access to all knowledge. It is time for the body
of Christ to rise up and flow in the anointing of the
anointed one.

“John 17:4, ‘T have glorified you on earth. I have
finished the work which you have given me to do.’
You glorify God by flowing in this anointing.

“For a specific anointing in the bible, God does not
need my permission. | am king in the kingdom, but
he is king of the kingdom. There are certain people,
as in Is 45:1-7, called by God his anointed, like
Cyrus. Cyrus was God’s anointed and he was not
even a believer. The people captive in Babylon had
a desire to rebuild the temple in Jerusalem. This
required a great deal of money. When
Nebuchadnezzar was king of Babylon, he took
most of his treasure, put it on three ships, redirected
the course of the Euphrates, and buried in the earth
under the Euphrates River. No one in Cyrus’ time
knew about this, but god revealed it to his anointed,



Cyrus, King of Persia so that he could fund God’s
people to rebuild Jerusalem. Is 45:3, speaking to
Cyrus, ‘I will give you the treasures of darkness
and hidden riches of secret places.” Cyrus began
this rebuilding project and Darius, his successor,
continued it. God is raising up Cyruses now to
finance the kingdom of God. Dustin and the
O’Neals are Cyruses.

“A friend of mine in London said his business was
the church God gave him. Every cent of profit from
his business went back to the kingdom of God.
Today he is doing millions and creating funds for
the kingdom of God. God is purifying your hearts
from any kind of greed and ‘I will possess,” and ‘Is
for me,’” to create kingdom funds. It is not for the
nice chandeliers, but to advance the kingdom.
Know this: if you are to do this, you will be tested.
God is raising these anointed ones, but you will be
tested to the extreme to free you from any greed or
selfishness.”

They
were there as a constant reminder of what God had
done. The memory was preserved for when their
children saw the stones and heard the story. They
were for all generations of Israel.

“In Gen 28:10-13, Ya’akov (Jacob) had a
supernatural experience here. In his dream there
was a stairway to heaven and God gave him a
personal message. He commemorated the occasion
by making the stone he slept on a memorial stone.
He named the place Bethel.
“Eleven years ago our daughter Jennifer was in
intensive care. There was no sofa, but | saw three
small stone tables pushed together and laid down
on them. The next morning Jennifer had walked
through the valley of the shadow of death. Those
tables were my memory stones. God is still doing
for us what he has done throughout the Bible for
those that are his. He provides them throughout our
lives to remind us and our children. What are they?
They are people, mementos, unexpected
encounters, even brokenness. They are memory
stones many of us wear today. The memory stones
from Ghana, some of them are made of cloth.
“Ex 35:21, ‘Then everyone came whose heart was
stirred... ... they brought... ... the holy garments.’
In this chapter I asked, ‘Who buys 2400 yards of
cloth to commemorate what the Lord has done?’
Christ the King Ghana Methodist Church, it is your
testimony in this chapter. This story is a wonderful
memory stone to the rest of the world. Your love
blesses the US. | have been extremely blessed to
worship with you. King David would’ve loved to
worship with you. I love that you dance when you
take up the offering.
“I enjoyed watching my girls dance with you. You
don’t say, ‘I will pray;” you do it right now. If
anyone has a prayer request, they need y’all to pray
with them. Many years ago | asked God to send us
a wonderful Christian man. All the way from
Ghana we now have Joseph, and as a bonus, we
also have Karen and young Joseph. Pastor Joseph,
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when your country needs to send a missionary
from Ghana, now our country can just send people
to you. Joseph and Karen, you have given so much.
My prayer is that God will bless you, including
bringing your daughters from Ghana.

“Once your church decided to order cloth, it was
reminiscent of the Israelites crossing the Yarden at
flood stage. It has sacred clothing. It has never been
done before. God loved weaving together a story
for you like David and Goliath. You wanted to
honor God the same way as the men with the 12
stones. A fervent prayer for your garments is that
people will recognize the cloth and you.

“The first step was to design a cloth to reflect you
testimony. It had to be ordered from a textile
factory in Ghana. The daughter of Joseph and
Karen found someone in Ghana who drew the
design. God anointed him for that purpose. The
cloth has candles to represent light, light green
highlights for the message of light, the words in
English and in Fante’ — “‘Christ the King Royals.”
“At the textile factory, they said they could not
make less than 5000 yards. A lady chosen by God
convinced them to do half that much, then had a
special service to bless 2400 yards of cloth. They
all made sure it was done to honor the Lord.

“The Most Reverend Titus Awotwi Pratt heard
about your church and came all the way from
Ghana to see for himself. The Holy Spirit told the
bishop there was something special to see. He
commented while he was here, ‘The spiritual
temperature in your church is very high.’

All America is blessed to have Christ the King in
our country. God made you mighty for the glory of
his name. It is not the cloth itself that has so much
significance, but the testimony that you could see
God’s hand in it all the way. Has God asked you to
step out in faith? He makes the impossible possible.
Whatever you wear, let it be a garment for worship
of him.”

“Acts 12:4, Peter got thrown in jail. It’s not strange
for Christians to be in jail, but it was for what | was
in there for. We hear all about the wonderful parts
of Christianity, but the truth is you have a bulls eye
on your back. The Bible says all who live godly
will suffer.

“James had already been beheaded and Peter was in
prison. The church prayed. An angel came with a
light and Peter’s chains fell off. There was no light
in the prison, no Jackson EMC. There is something
about the darkness that draws God’s light. We are
afraid of total darkness. That’s where God is
sending angels. | wanna see this church filled with
people from the projects. We are too dignified and
churchified, but God is not intimidated. We don’t
want to go where there is hostility, but often you
will see those there that are hungry for the gospel.
“There are hotels in Atlanta with armed guards
where little girls 11 to 14 do 20 Johns a night. The
armed guards are to keep them from being rescued.
One little girl between 11 and 13 was kept in a
cage. Each time one gets shut down, someone else
will open it back up. I intercepted on e man in a
dark area and began to talk to him. There was no
choir singing; it was in downtown Atlanta. He was
not happy with me, but he was a little fascinated.
The Lord showed me that his aunt prophesied over
him when he was eight, that he would be a
preacher. | told him this and he balled. The light
shone in the darkness.

Tu B’Shevat (frompg 1)

August and the “blood moons” of 2014 and
2015 weren’t enough, there will be a “super blue
blood moon eclipse” on Jan. 31 — something that
hasn’t happened for 150 years.

And this rare event could herald war and turbulence
on earth, according to a leading researcher
of astronomical signs and how they interact with
Scripture. Rather than just looking skyward, Pastor
Mark Biltz of EI Shaddai Ministries, the man who
discovered the “Blood Moons” phenomenon, Says
people need to be looking to their Bibles.

“Many people seem to be overlooking the real
importance of this event,” Biltz told WND. “The
‘super moon,” which takes place on January 31, is
what is termed a ‘blue moon,” because it is the
second full moon in one month. It’s also going to
be a total lunar eclipse, making it a ‘blood moon” as
well. This is the first time there’s been a total
eclipse for a blue moon in 150 years, which makes
it remarkable enough.

“But what makes this truly mind-blowing is when
this will happen biblically. The eclipse will take
place on Tu B’Shevat on the biblical calendar, the
fifteenth day of the month of Shevat. This is
important because this upcoming eclipse is only
one of a series. The next one is on July 27, which is
Tu B’Av or the fifteenth of Av on the biblical
calendar. The next one is January 21, 2019 — which
just so happens to be Tu B’Shevat again.”

The blue blood moon 31 Jan
Biltz, author of “God’s Day Timer,” stresses he is

not saying anything will happen on Jan. 31, the
date of this blood moon. However, he argues the
specific dates involved show God is sending an
important message.

“These are very significant biblical dates, and now
we have two blood red moons bookending each
other in 2018 and 2019 on Tu B’Shevat,” he said.
“This is fascinating prophetically because there is a
section of Scripture in which Zechariah receives a
revelation of a red horse being given a great sword
to take peace from the Earth. And this takes place
in the month of Shevat.

The relevant section of the Bible, Zechariah 1: 7-8,
reads:

‘Upon the four and twentieth day of the eleventh
month, which is the month Sebat, in the second
year of Darius, came the word of the Lord unto
Zechariah, the son of Berechiah, the son of Iddo the
prophet, saying, “I saw by night, and behold a man
riding upon a red horse, and he stood among the
myrtle trees that were in the bottom; and behind
him were there red horses, speckled, and white.””
“Not surprisingly, Zechariah asks what this is all
about, and he receives some incredible insight from
an angel who is nearby,” Biltz explained. “In verse
12, we are told, ‘Then the angel of the Lord
answered and said, O Lord of hosts, how long wilt

thou not have mercy on Jerusalem and on the
cities of Judah, against which thou hast had
indignation these threescore and ten years?’

Super moon

Biltz argues this message is of key importance for
people alive today.

“Do you see the amazing pattern?” he asked. “The
vision of the horses are of the four horses from
Revelation. And this vision takes place at the end
of a 70-year period (three score and ten) which is
given to Israel. Israel is now celebrating its
seventieth anniversary.”

He also argues the mention of the “second year of
Darius” is also of critical importance, as the second
year of President Trump’s administration
approaches. As head of the world’s most powerful
nation, Trump can substitute for Darius in
contemporary prophetic terms.

Tu B’Shevat moon

“What this suggests is the red horse of war being
unleashed very soon, and these moons heralding its
arrival,” he said. “Again, I'm not predicting
anything will happen on the day of the moon itself.
Instead, | would look for war to break out between
the two blood moons which take place a year apart
on Tu B’Shevat. More than ever, it’s important for
Christians to_get on God’s calendar, the biblical
calendar, and learn to interpret the signs of the
times. It’s not just about what is happening in the
sky, it is about when it is happening. And the
correlation between this ‘super blue blood moon’
and historic events in the Middle East lining up
with specific dates listed in scripture should make
all believers to get right with the Lord as soon as
they can.”

Six Points

Recently, it has come to my attention that some

people who are in my immediate circle are not
saved. They claim to be Christians and to know
God, but do not truly have a heart filled with the
Lord. They might have head knowledge, but no
internalized knowledge.

Six points to consider on whether you are saved
1: You are consumed by the world system. You
believe what you see from the mainstream media
and are fixated on the news and what is going on in
the world — anticipating all the bad news.

2: The only joy you have is dependant upon your
situation like a piece of driftwood on the waves.
Nehemiah 8:10 says, “The joy of the Lord is our
strength.” This does not simply mean that we have
joy because of the Lord; it also speaks of the joy he
has from us. If your joy must come from outside
you, there is no way you have the Lord.

3: You constantly worry. Many people don’t realize
that worrying is a sin. It illustrates a deficiency in
faith, that you have not been aware of God working
in your life. You may not know that Rom 8:28 tells
us that he causes all things to work together for
good to those who love him and are called to his
purposes.

4: You have no desire to seek the Lord, whether it
is praying when you’re not in trouble, going to
church, or reading the Bible. | have actually heard
people say things like, “You don’t have to go to
church to believe in God.” You believe in God. So
what? The devil believes in God. Just believing
in God means very little by itself. If you have any
faith at all, you will never keep it unless you stay
around God’s people. We are told to increase in our
knowledge of him and to love him. How can | say
that I love someone if I don’t spend any time with
them? How can | increase in my knowledge of him
if I never read his word or hang out with him and
his people?

5: You have no desire to clean up your life. You



continue to do the things your flesh tells you that
you like, even when you know you should not. You
do not do the things that you know you are
supposed to do. If you really don’t know what these
things are, it is because you do not read the word of
God.
6: You have no fruit. If something is planted in
good ground, it will bear fruit. The Lord said that if
a branch bears no fruit, it is cut and thrown into the
fire. Look at your life; is there anything that shows
you belong to God? Is there anything you have
done that advances the kingdom of God? Anything
atall?
If you have any doubts about any of these six key
points as they apply to your life, you’d better
reevaluate your position with the Lord.
